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MATHISON FAMILY

NB: The following is prepared from Falkland Islands Registers and files — there may be other family born
outside the Falklands. Unless stated otherwise, all dated births, deaths and marriages occurred in the
Falklands and all numbered graves are in Stanley Cemetery. Various spellings of names are recorded
as written at the time.

George MATHISON was born circa 1840 (not in the Falkland Islands).
George was married to Alexandrina WALKER (not in the Falkland Islands).

George MATHESON, age 32 and a shepherd, and Alexandrina MATHESON, age 20, were
passengers on board the Black Hawk leaving London 26 September 1872. [H22: FIC/CL1; 441]
George started working for the Falkland Islands Company Limited in the Lafonia area in
November 1872 on a monthly wage of £3-6-8. By 1 September 1876 he was a shepherd
earning £52-10-0 per annum and at 31 December 1876 he was employed in the Company’s
Camp and with living with his wife and three children. By 1878 he was recorded as leaving or
having left the employ of the Falkland Islands Co Ltd. [FIC/IW2; 338: FIC/D4: FIC/D5; 28]
