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Eirik Raude rig -
The statement noted that the 

Government worked closely with 
licensees, rig owners, and FIG’s 
own contracted offshore safety 
advisers.

It said regulatory intervention 
included oversight of well de­
signs and thorough review of the 
installation’s Safety Case, backed 
up by planned offshore safety in­
spections on all drilling platforms 
operating within the Falkland Is­
lands designated area.

“Recent regulatory announce­
ments by companies drilling off­
shore Falkland Islands highlight 
that this regime is effective and 
delivers a strong focus on achiev­
ing offshore safety,” it was stated.

Director of Mineral Resources 
Stephen Luxton said: “Through 
the continuous equipment moni­
toring process employed as part 
of the high standard of safety 
required, Ocean Rig identified a 
fault with the blow-out preven­
ter which meant that some of the 
built-in redundancy within the 
control systems became degraded.
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FOLLOWING a mechanical 
equipment problem with oil rig 
Eirik Raude s Blow Out Preventer 
(BOP) last week, the Falklands 
Government has assured that off­
shore safety and environmental 
protection is paramount.

And in a week of ups 
downs for the Falklands oil indus­
try' Falkland Oil and Gas (FOGL) 
announced a “robust” financial 
position.

BOP problem
Last Friday FOGL revealed that 
a problem had been detected with 
the BOP while work was being 
undertaken in the Isobel Deep 
area.

The well was temporarily sus­
pended and the BOP brought to 
the surface for inspection and re­
pairs.

At the time it was anticipated 
that the repairs would take 10-14 
days.

The Argentine Foreign Minister 
immediately expressed concerns 
about the potential effect of the 
oil industry on the environment 
of the Falkland Islands and said 
the incident with the Eirik Raude 
platform was not the first and re­
ferred to mechanical problems 
that occurred last year in South 
Africa and in 2005 in the Arctic.

The Falkland Islands Govern­
ment in turn released a statement 
reassuring that offshore safety 
and environmental protection was 
a matter of utmost importance to 
the Falkland Islands Government, 
“who maintain strong regulatory 
oversight on all oil and gas opera­
tions carried out within the Falk­
land Islands.”

It was emphasised that FIG 
bases its offshore safely regime 
on the North Sea’s, “well-proven 
safety case regulatory structure, 
recognised as one of the highest 
standards in the world.”

There was aerial coverage of 
the area by the Cl30 Hercules 
aircraft from BFSA1 in daylight 
but nothing was seen. The ves­

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HER Majesty's Coroner Clare 
Faulds recorded a verdict of 
accidental death al the inquest 
of Argentine national Gustavo 
Carlos Antclo on Friday (53).

Mr Anlelo’s death was 
caused by chest injuries sus­
tained in a road traffic accident 
that look place on the MPA 
road on March 13. last year.

Mr Antelo was part of a 
group of 12 visitors from Ar­
gentina, including live 1982 
veterans, and had been a pas­
senger in one of three cars 
heading from Stanley to San 
Carlos.

One witness to the accident 
described the vehicle Mr An- 
tclo was in as rolling tw ice and 
that he had seen two people 
thrown from il.

Ev idcnce indicated that none 
of the occupants of the vehicle 
were wearing seat belts and 
that Mr Antclo had been eject­
ed from the vehicle through the 
sun roof.

Mrs FauIds said however 
that speed was not a factor in 
the accident because the evi­
dence from several witnesses 
to the accident that the car was 
being driven al between 40 and 
45 miles per hour.

Although several of the w it­
nesses referred in their state­
ments to the weather condi­
tions that morning, the Met 
Office report said that the 
weather was “benign” for the 
Falkland islands in March. The 
wind was no more than fresh to 
strong, there was no rain and 
there was good visibility.

I he Home Office pathologist 
said in his report that Mr An­
telo could not have been saved 
by earlier medical intervention.

In her verdict. Mrs Faulds 
said that the evidence was 
that, for reasons that were not 
entirely clear, the driver of the 
car had driven slightly off the 
carriageway and had then over­
corrected. veering across the 
road and then oft' it. It was an. 
“unexplained driver error.” she 
said.

In their statements Mr Ante- 
lo’s companions had referred to 
the condition of the road as be­
ing dangerous, narrow and with 
steep sides, adding that they 
had discussed the slate ol the 
road every day of their visit.

They were also complimen­
tary about the care they were 
all afforded by the emergency 
services and members of the 
public at the site of the acci­
dent and mentioned how they 
had been driven back to Stan­
ley by volunteer drivers from 
the fire department.

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FIG aid for 
healthy 
snacks
THE cost of providing a daily 
healthy school snack for children 
who live in low-income house­
holds is to be subsidised by Gov­
ernment.

Around 60 Falklands children 
(not all of school age) live in low 
income homes which arc house­
holds where the income is 60 per 
cent of the Falklands median in­
come £17,500, that is, £10,500. 
However they cannot be identified 
as census information is confiden­
tial it was noted in an Executive 
Council paper from the Director 
of Education Annie Tempest.

As such, another useful result 
of this subsidy will be that it will 
create a means for the Education 
Department to identify and track,

THE recent quite dangerous con­
dition of the Stanley to MPA road 
is causing considerable conster­
nation to drivers who are regu­
larly required to use the road.

However, this concern could 
probably have been avoided if 
Ml.As had heeded the pleas of a 
vast majority of vehicle owners 
who, some 8-10 years ago, urged 
the Government to embark upon a 
programme of laying around two 
miles of asphalt (Tarmac) each 
year. This would not have affcct- 
ed the budget in any major form.

By now approximately 20 
miles of road would be surfaced 
which added to the 11.8 miles 
(I’ve measured it all) of Tarmac 
sections which still exist, would 
leave just 1.2 miles to be com­
pleted this next summer.

The excellent eight-tenths of a 
mile of asphalt between the By- 
Pass turn-off and the back of Sap­
per Hill, which the unheralded 
Black Top Gang laid two years

ago look just over two months to 
complete from start to finish, and 
was constructed under the super­
vision of Roads Engineer Simon 
Calion II was laid to a depth of 
160mm in three layers in order 
to compliment the PWD asphalt 
plant.

So it’s all perfect?
Not entirely, evidence of how the 

companies’ rights are used (effec­
tive control) is a bit more mixed, 
specifically in the case of joint ven­
ture arrangements.

Tests of these controls and of the 
economic efficiency of companies 
do exist and the companies have 
to comply with them; the recent re­
view recommends these tests need 
to be better developed.

But what sort of differences does 
this longer period ‘allocation’ 
make?

For Consolidated Fisheries Lim­
ited Marketing Manager Janet Rob­
ertson it's been a big deal: “the prin­
ciple advantage of ITQ has been the 
capability to plan ahead for 25 years 
- to have the confidence to invest in 
long-term projects, such as SAAS 
and the Fish Farming project, in a 
new and modem vessel and in sci­
ence development which will help 
us protect the resource into the fu­
ture.”

She said the sense of ownership 
that ITQ gives provides a real in­
centive to both protect and develop 
the resource. “I think it's made for 
a much closer and mutually un­
derstood relationship between the 
industry and the Fisheries Depart­
ment and ultimately a better pro­
tected fishery: we would never have 
invested in MSC certification if it 
hadn’t been for ITQ.”

Which fisheries and what compa­
nies are part of the ITQ system?

Loligo and Toothfish fisheries en­
tered the ITQ system during 2006.

are allocated for 25 years does the 
fishery become a ‘closed shop’? 
It is difficult to gain access unless 
you have deep pockets and a willing 
seller.

It was an issue which 
was considered al first allocation of 
ITQ. It is not so different to other 
types of property rights; land and 
suchlike.”

IN order for Falkland Islands fishing 
companies to maintain, "a viable 
presence" in their own fishery and 
capture a significant share of the 
lucrative fisheries turnover, in 2005 
The Falkland Islands Government 
introduced the Individual Transfer­
able Quota System or ITQ.

But what is it and has it worked? 
Penguin News examines the sys­
tem that replaced competitive 
bidding for licences with the much 
longer term 'transferable property 
rights'.

What was the point of it all?
A simple response might be that it's 
generally the modem way in fish­
eries management. But to be more 
specific, security and certainty is 
something every company desires 
and to some extent ITQ offers just 
that. If a company only has a fish­
ing licence for a short amount of 
time the owners might worry' about 
investing lots of money in vessels 
or other infrastructure, when all the 
while the possibility exists that their 
licence might be withdrawn in the 
next round.

The allocation of ITQ represents 
a guaranteed share in a fishery for 
the duration of the ITQ or until the 
company chooses to sell up and 
transfer the ITQ to another com­
pany. So the company owner, can 
confidently invest in ships or pro­
cessing or marketing knowing the 
money can be recouped over the 
longer term.

What actually happened for the 
Falklands to decide to change the 
system back in 2005?

According to a recent review of 
the JTQ system the need for the 
reform was driven by a number of 
limitations in the old licensing poli­
cy. One of these was that in the short 
term the local companies would find 
it difficult to generate the cash flows 
and capital required to be a work­
able part of the fishery. There was 
also the worry that in the medium 
term the local economy would re­
main incapable of capturing a sig-

Has the ITQ lead to the Falklands 
‘adding value’ to the fishery?

There has actually been quite lim­
ited diversification into value added 
activities such as processing and 
marketing.

Where it has occurred, investment 
has been made in both the Falkland 
Islands and overseas. Investment 
into other fishing related assets has 
been minimal due to logistics, dis­
tance to market, lack of infrastruc­
ture and. according to some fishing 
companies, a lack of confidence in 
FIG political decision making.

ITQ has enabled some compa­
nies to diversify into other fishing 
and non-fishing related activities. In 
some cases ITQ has not necessarily 
been the reason development has 
occurred, but has been a catalyst to 
increased activity.

Because the diversification has 
been so limited it means that FIG 
is still heavily reliant on fishing li- 
cence/quota access revenues. Mon­
ey from a broader range of seafood 
and related economic activity have 
not materialised to the extent origi­
nally anticipated.

Director of natural Resources 
John Barton thinks the review: 
"Confirms that the aspirations set 
out for the ITQ system are being re­
alised, but the pace of change and 
development might be a bit slower 
than anticipated.”

The move to the ITQ licensing system appears to have been beneficial for the Islands and for the industry, but it is still quite 
early in its term to make a conclusive assessment - Member of Legislative Assembly Michael Poole

Mr Wallace said: "We have other 
developments in the pipeline, but 
as you can see our investments are 
in the fishing sector, of course this 
exposes us to great risk if anything 
happens to the stock and we depend 
upon access to the various fisheries 
for our future.

Chair Cheryl Roberts replied as 
follows: The ITQ system was wel­
comed by industry.

Previously companies applied for 
licences annually. Providing ITQ 
for 25 years, allows companies the 
longer term security to invest into 
the fishery.

What kind of recommendations 
have come out of the review oi the 
system?

There are twelve recommenda­
tions for areas that need to be de­
veloped further to ensure that ITQ 
is maximising the benefit to the Is­
lands generally and is being robust­
ly overseen,” said MLA Michael 
Poole.

He said: "Much of this work sits 
within FIG in terms of developing 
the policy behind the tests of effec­
tive control, active involvement and 
economic efficiency.

"However some of the actions 
also require a direct and joint ap­
proach with the industry in terms 
of assessing whether the lllex and 
Grenadier fisheries can be added to 
ITQ and taking a view on what role 
FIG may have in helping to promote 
our fisheries internationally.”

fishery). Whilst the ITQ review 
took some considerable time to be 
compiled and can be seen as an 
informative document, it should 
be noted that there are wide differ­
ences on how companies are run, 
which include different levels of 
share-holding, exploitation of ITQ 
and catch entitlement agreements. 
Industry will continue to work with 
the Fisheries Department to ensure 
that the recommendations are car­
ried through.

The report clearly indicates that 
the direct costs have risen consid­
erably. This is mainly in the form 
of crew labour, fuel and quota ac­
cess fees. The increase has affected 
the gross margin and profits, as the 
global price for fish exports have 
not increased at the same rate.

The Independent Resource Rent 
Review that analysed Falkland Is­
land access fees, highlighted that 
"Fee revenue ignores costs.

So if a company gets a quota - 
what exactly is it a quota of?

For example Argos has 18.75 per 
cent of the Falklands Calamari fish­
ery.

The fishery can be specified in 
terms of Total Allowable Catch 
(TAC) or Total Allowable Effort 
(TAE). TAC is obvious it could be 
50.000 tonnes for example. Most of 
our fisheries are TAE which trans­
lates into X vessels of Y size for Z 
days/months. TAE just works better 
for most of our fisheries although 
there is often an underlying TAC. 
Toothfish is TAC for example.

Director of Fisheries John Barton 
told Penguin News that both are 
reviewed each season as appropri­
ate and the actual figures revised 
as necessary' to meet conservation 
objectives: "So if we change the 
TAE in the Falkland Calamari fish­
ery' for example, Argos would still 
have 18.75 per cent of it but it could 
amount to more or less fishing days 
depending on whether the TAE 
went up or down.”

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“Views on the road will always 
vary, just as sections of it will

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Lively debate before 
traffic calming and 
crossing plans refused 
FOUR options involving pedes­
trian crossings and realignment of 
the road to provide easier turning 
al the bottom of Philomel Street 
created some lively debate at 
Wednesday’s meeting of the Plan­
ning and Building Committee.

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Baby Scarlett 
inquest closed 
HER Majesty’s Coroner Clare 
Faulds recorded a verdict of death 
by unascertained natural causes 
al the conclusion of the inquest 
of baby Scarlett Louise Berntsen 
who was just six months old when 
she died in the Clinica Alemana, 
Santiago, Chile on June 21, 2013.

Three forensic pathologists ex­
amined Scarlett and none of them 
were able to identify the cause of 
her death. Mrs Faulds said this 
was not because they were im- 
compelent: “Il is because it is not 
always possible to establish why 
a person dies suddenly, especially 
a young child, even in this age of 
advanced medicine and investiga­
tion techniques.”

“1 consider it significant that 
none of the examinations has 
disclosed any indication of a non­
natural cause for Scarlett’s death."

Having recorded statements 
from more than 20 people which 
covered the events leading up to 
Scarlett's second medical evacua­
tion to Chile after she had stopped 
breathing,

Mrs Faulds said that words 
were of little comfort but never­
theless offered her sympathy and 
condolences to Scarlett's mother 
1 larley and her family and friends. 
“The death of a baby is a great 
tragedy and heart-breaking," con­
cluded Mrs Faulds

THE inquest into the death of 
Alastair Gordon Biggs (63) was 
opened and adjourned until Au­
gust 4. on Monday

HM Coroner’s officer PC Chris 
Butler said he had attended Mr 
Biggs' home at 50 John Street 
on April 28, where he found him 
dead.

HM Coroner Clare Faulds ad­
journed for further enquiries in­
cluding a post mortem to be con­
ducted.

The inquest into the death of 
Philippines national Edwin Gar­
cia Valiente (27) was also opened 
and adjourned until August 4. Mr 
Valientc was a crew member of 
the jigger An Sheng which visited 
Stanley on April 27 to report the 
death.

Election showcases 
our electoral deficit

lacing the likelihood of a coali­
tion that no one really wants, 
we should be very concerned 
about the democratic weakness 
of first-past-the-post, and think­
ing seriously about ‘alternative 
vote’ which is used perfectly well 
in many parts of the world. AV 
requires a voter to choose their 
favourite candidate and their 
second, third, fourth favourite 
choices and so on. If a candidate 
obtains more than 50 per cent 
of the votes cast, then he or she 
wins the election. But if no can­
didate achieves 50 per cent, then 
the alternative votes arc taken into 
consideration. Lowest numbers of 
voles are discounted progressive­
ly until one candidate has more 
than 50 per cent of the vote.

Alternative-vote counting 
is obviously protracted, and it 
would deny us the fast-paced 
spectator sport that we enjoy on 
election night. But if we had AV 
in place now, we would be spared 
the iniquity of a coalition govern­
ment that no one really wants be­
ing decided next week by a parlia­
ment crowded with MPs who did

seem to be several polls every 
day. as well as the “polls-of-polls’’ 
which average out the results - 
neither Labour nor Conservatives 
will obtain the 326 seats needed 
to give them a majority. Without 
that, the business of government 
would be stultifying slow and 
ineffective. As a result, we may 
well see a reprise of 2010 when 
the best part of a week passed be­
fore David Cameron was able to 
cobble together a coalition with 
the Liberal Democrats, something 
none of us voted for.

While some people are say­
ing that this proves that coalition 
government can work in the UK. 
most of us would rather see the 
party we voted for in power and 
working efficiently, or accept gra­
ciously that we lost and another 
party has the right to govern.

Add the unsatisfactory oddity 
of coalition to the iniquity of the 
first-past-the-post system, which 
allows candidates to take seats 
in parliament even though they 
do not have majority support in 
their constituencies, and I believe 
that by the end of next week we 
will have been delivered a double 
whammy democratic deficit.

The differences between first- 
past-the-post and the only other 
real election system, alternative­
vote, arc not that easy to explain 
(at least not in a column where 
I’m counting the words), but bear 
with me while 1 try.

Under first-past-the-post, can­
didates can gel into power with 
a minority of the votes cast. Con­
sider a constituency of 80,000 vot­
ers: the winning candidate might 
lake only 20,000 of the 60,000 
votes cast, with the rest of the 
voles being distributed in various 
amounts between the other candi­
dates, but he or she wins the scat 
because he or she has more voles 
than any other candidate. This is 
not at all a rare occurrence. In the 
2010 election two thirds of MPs 
were elected with less than 50 per 
cent of the constituency votes.

Especially now, when we are

I AM writing this on Monday 
morning. On Thursday of this 
week, 1 will like some 45 mil­
lion other Brits - make a rare visit 
to a local junior school, which 
has been temporarily transformed 
into a focal point of democracy. 
There, with the smell of wax cray­
ons and powder paint reminding 
me that what I am about to do is 
for the good of younger genera­
tions (God help them) rather than 
my own good, 1 will enter a booth, 
pull a curtain closed behind me 
and pul a single mark on a ballot 
paper.

I should probably stop short 
of telling you which candidate I 
will vote for (in the very flawed 
first-past-the-post voting system 
that exists here, 1 can only vole 
for one person), but the follow­
ing suggests whom 1 will not be 
choosing.

For as long as I have lived in 
central London, my MP has been 
the Conservative Sir Malcolm 
Rifkind, but he was recently dis­
graced when he fell for a news­
paper sting and offered to sell 
his parliamentary influence to a 
Chinese company. That left a sour 
Tory taste in my mouth. On lop 
of this. 1 am quite disgusted by 
the Conservative government’s 
steady removal of financial sup­
port for disabled and disadvan­
taged people, while reducing 
the tax burden on the super-rich. 
Corruption and lack of compas­
sion therefore remove at least one 
party from my short list, but apart 
from that I’m still among the large 
minority who are undecided.

By the time you read this, we 
should know the result of the elec­
tion or rather we should know 
who the new batch of MPs are. 
But we will most probably not 
know the shape and colour of the 
new government before the mid­
dle of next week. If the pundits 
and the multiple opinion polls are 
anything like correct - and there
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not win the majority of the votes 
in their constituencies.

But enough of the arcane issue 
of voting systems. What might 
the poll on Thursday mean for the 
Falklands? The glib answer would 
be “not a lot,” but I would urge a 
little concern. Elections are never 
won or lost on foreign policy, but 
the reality is that the new British 
government, whether coalition 
or single-party, will be almost 
immediately preoccupied with 
international issues that threaten 
stability, peace, cordial relations 
and trade. Cue the over-eager new 
junior ministers in the Foreign 
and Commonwealth Office, the 
fast-streamed young diplomats 
who want to make their mark, and 
the shadowy special advisors who 
just want to get problems out of 
the way, regardless of principles 
that must be trampled.

There are precedents for such 
Machiavellian behaviour. In 2002, 
junior minister Peter Hain tried to 
shaft the people of Gibraltar by 
proposing joint British-Spanish 
sovereignty of the Rock. The Gi­
braltarians scuppered this by call­
ing their own flash plebiscite and 
proving their overwhelming de­
sire to remain British (similar to 
that which was held in the Falk­
lands recently). But the fact re­
mains that an influential minister 
(Hain and Prime Minister Blair 
were close) backed by officials 
was able to get considerable trac­
tion with an idea that was almost 
heretical.

The case of the Falklands is 
different, but not entirely so. The 
Argentines are tenacious with an 
argument for talks, and their si­
ren song could be attractive to the 
aforementioned greenhorn politi­
cians and Civil Service/special 
advisor flunkies. 1 wouldn't lose 
any sleep over this risk, but nei­
ther would 1 bet my bottom dollar 
against it.

Meanwhile, I'm looking for­
ward to the spectacle of democ­
racy - however flawed it might be 
- in action in just a few days lime.
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Granddaughter Jasmine takes 
a break in a tropical part of 
the garden before it is back to 
work grading potatoes
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peel any small young potatoes, (it 
was great for carrots loo) but that 
decided to split its lid after many 
years of use and we have not been 
able to get a replacement for it. I 
really have a stingy side to me and 
the very idea of throwing away 
food does not sit happily with me 
at all. so this year, with my many 
helpers, we sort the potatoes by 
size and bring the smaller ones, 
that is. those approximately the 
size of a ping-pong ball, into the 
house. A lot of fun is had wash­
ing them (and all surroundings). 
They are then boiled for about 10 
minutes and left to cool. My help­
ers then happily peel the skins 
ofT them: we bag them and put 
them in the freezer for use when 
required. Another incentive to 
peel these potatoes, particularly 
for Jasmine, is a particular fond­
ness for Spanish tortilla (potato 
omelette) and these little spuds 
are great for the job.

JUST as you might expect, when 
not tied to school meal times and 
there is a window for some useful 
time in the garden, the weather 
becomes too foul to do so.

All those little hands to help 
remove the potatoes from the soil 
and what are we are faced with? 
Mud. glorious mud! Not only is 
it unpleasant to be out. it is also 
very hard to see the potatoes and- 
getling them dry is going to be 
well nigh impossible unless they 
are cleaned and washed ofT first.

A long and cool job which can 
also (if you have small helpers) be­
come a very dirty job. Still, needs 
must and. digging must continue, 
for digging potatoes in the spring 
is just not an option.

I am ven' tempted though, to 
plain potatoes in the plots which 
have been cleared of greens and 
other vegetables and gel ahead of 
ourselves and (maybe) have a little 
more lime for all those other jobs 
demanding attention at the begin­
ning of the growing season. All 
self-set potatoes come up without 
chilling, or any other help, once 
the ground warms up anyway.

I have also suggested we should 
pul a young pig in the potato 
area to clear it up and remove 
all missed potatoes, and I’m only 
half joking loo. for I have always 
been very fond of those animals. 
It is such a shame to think of pigs 
as dirty, for given a chance and 
a clean bed they really are pretty 
fussy about their hygiene. Its 
because I admire them so much 
that the family don’t think it’s a 
good idea, after all. what do you 
do with them when they are no 
longer piglets'.’ Still, it’s a thought, 
perhaps fostering is the answer?

My little helpers have been 
working quite hard helping to peel 
potatoes. I used to use the attach­
ment on the Kenwood mixer to

imLhiMmhlMitliftMitirmraffltmrffltiiiiilM
Older potatoes do not freeze 

well al all. the best way with them 
is to mash them and pack away in 
suitable amounts, or use the mash 
to make croquettes or Duchesse 
potatoes or just plain potato 
cakes.

A friend dropped in a couple 
of roots of rhubarb the other day. 
These are large enough roots to 
break up into a few plants which 
will form another row without 
having to break my own young­
ish roots this year. 1 will also keep 
a piece to place in soil in a large 
box under cover and pul a box 
or bucket over it to force it, as it 
makes for much earlier and very 
lender young rhubarb this way.

Thrushes are playing havoc 
with many small plants again, and 
these winds have sadly knocked a 
few rather well formed nests down 
off the trees. One can only hope 
that the residents have long since 
moved on. Their nesting places

might have to be formed rather 
lower down in years to come as I 
see that many of the large Mac- 
rocarpas around Stanley are be­
ing cut down, and much as I hate 
to see this happen I am glad they 
are being cut down for everyone's 
safely. These trees whilst mak­
ing superb (if regularly trimmed) 
hedges, are increasingly danger­
ous if they grow up as a tree. 
They do not root deeply enough 
to cope in this way, especially as 
they are usually planted much too 
close together anyway and, dur­
ing winds, should a long branch 
break ofT they are liable to cause 
a lot of damage to people and 
properly as they are very heavy.

And talking of trees all the 
poplars, willows and other decid­
uous trees have lost most of their 
leaves; they all look rather forlorn 
just now.

Looking around the Hower 
beds. I see the hellebores are starl­
ing to flower already. The large se- 
durns with their deep pink Howers 
are quite eye catching, the pansies 
continue to give their all as do 
many pinks. The roses are still 
flowering; they, and most other 
flowers out there, would not stand 
close scrutiny and would defi­
nitely not make bouquets but the 
overall picture is still quite col­
ourful. even the weeds give some 
colour.

Indoors the nerines and some 
oxalis are flowering and many of 
the pelargoniums also, some of 
the so-caffed Christmas cactus are 
also starling to flower.

Many seeds are planted and sil­
ling outside, covered with mesh, 
to overwinter in peace, hopefully 
the spring will bring a fresh crop 
of seedlings up to get a new sea­
son under way.

A fibreglass liner was installed 
over the tiled pool, but then had 
to be partially removed after pipe 
problems were detected beneath 
the pool.

Mr Bassford stressed that 
water safety was a priority and 
was unequivocal that the quality 
of water and level of chlorine 
was correct. He said this was 
monitored along recognised 
guidelines and the pool was 
closed if either the PH or chlorine 
levels were not correct.

Likewise he said safety was 
paramount with life guards who 
worked the correct shifts to ensure

Pool problems investigated
ALMOST a year after the 
Leisure Centre swimming pool 
reopened problems are still being 
experienced with the operation, 
construction and management.

New Director of Central 
Services Matt Bassford said there 
were potential issues with the way 
the pool was put together, “but 
we are in the process of trying to 
understand what those are and to 
then work out how to fix it.”

Small areas of the pool 
have been identified where the 
fibreglass lining is beginning to 
come away from the tiles behind 
it. “Being honest, that is a concern 
in the longer term, but we don’t 
really understand why it has 
happened,” said Mr Bassford.

Advice had been taken from 
PWD and others who had assured 
there was no risk of any thing 
catastrophic happening, but over 
time it could potentially cause a 
bigger problem, Mr Bassford told

they were alert and ready to deal 
with any situation at all times.

“Paradoxically the irregular 
temperature of showers is partly 
due to safety as well,” said Mr 
Bassford.

The temperature has to be 
increased to ensure there are no 
water borne diseases growing 
in the system, but sometimes 
runs very hot and at other times 
would run cold. “To be honest 
we don’t know exactly how to 
make sure the water is an ambient 
temperature all the time.”

Mr Bassford inherited the 
ongoing swimming pool saga 
from the previous director Simon 
Fletcher who was overseer of the 
renovations.

“There are some strange design 
features of the way the pool and 
the facilities were renovated that 
make it sometimes hard to fix... 
and because all the folk who were 
involved are no longer around, it

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WATER problems experienced by 
householders over the weekend 
arose from high demand from the 
temporary dock and from FI PASS 
confirmed Director of Public 
Works Manfred Keenleyside.

Water in households was very 
dark in colour, contained sedi­
ment and in some cases they had 
no water at all.

Mr Keenleyside explained that 
the demand from the structures 
caused a requirement to prioritise 
supply to the low level system 
which feeds those from the tanks 
at Murray Heights.

In turn this lead to the, “level 
in the Sapper Hill tanks lowering 
to a point where water going into 
those tanks stirred up sediment in 
the bottom of the tanks which then 
carried through into the mains.”

He said the sediment was ster­
ile, “but obviously not what nor­
mally comes out of your tap and 
in some cases there was a lot of 
it.”

Mr Keenleyside said the town 
mains were gravity fed from the 
two different locations, “in order 
not to have too much pressure in 
the lower parts of Stanley, nor too 
little at the upper parts, and al­
though some balancing between 
these can be done, both in terms 
of where the water is fed from

“The problem is that it is 

not constant,” Miss Heathman 
explained.

Occasionally a strong drain­
like smell is noticeable and 
on these occasions PWD is 
contacted to see if the source can 
be identified. “It’s a process of 
elimination and PWD is actively 
seeking the source,” she said.”

Mr Bassford agreed that it was 
a case of looking at the drawings 
and trying to eliminate things. 
“We cannot just rip things up 
to find the problem,” he said, 
adding that it would be easier to 
solve if it was a constant.

Colin Summers and Norman

Department and the Water Section 
team worked all Saturday after­
noon on identifying the problem 
and staff also worked to clear the 
water mains containing sediment 
over part of Sunday, he added.

The problem was solved by a 
combination of a request that the 
rate of draw-down to the docks be 
reduced, “and then by progres­
sively flushing out the mains, 
together w ith operating the treat­
ment works overnight on succes­
sive days to bring stored water 
levels back up.”

The level of demand can nor­
mally be met by operating the 
treatment plant over a 16 to 18 
hour daily period and the volume 
of the storage tanks is normally 
sufficient to adequately buffer 
high demand periods.

There has been discussion with 
the dock operators since and it is 
not expected that there will be a 
repeat of this level of demand, as­
sured Mr Keenleyside.

Bars, clubs and 
shops OK to 
sell alcohol
THE Summary Court had a long 
day on Tuesday when 44 on and 
off-licences were presented for 
annual renewal.

All were approved, however 
Narrows Bar licensee Claudia 
Rosas was told that she had to 
be more careful how part of the 
business was run and that she, 
“must be seen to be complying 
with the licensing laws.”

The comments were made after 
Sgt Gary Webb relayed a report 
from a patrol officer who had en­
tered the Narrows Bar at 12.15am 
on May 10. He said there had 
been 9-10 adults near the bar 
and another 5-6 behind the bar 
They appeared to be drinking and 
there was loud music playing, 
Sgt Webb told the Justices of the 
Peace (JP). Ms Rosas had said 
they were workers and she had 
served them drinks, he said. Sgt 
Web said it was not the first time 
there had been reason to enter the 
bar and reminded the court that 
similar comments had been made 
at the Christmas licensing round.

He said he was not suggesting 
the licence be revoked as Ms Ro­
sas run a good business, however 
having to ask what drinking up 
times were, needed to be noted 
on file as there was a limited 
amount of limes such actions 
could be permitted

Representing Ms Rosas, Simon 
Crowder noted that the informa­
tion provided by Sgt Webb was 
not a formal objection as these 
had to be lodged in writing prior 
to April 30. 1 le said that all those 
in the bar had been staff apart 
from three who lived in the ad­
joining flat and were waiting for 
a taxi to go to another venue. He 
said the drinks on the bar were 
dead, that is collected from the 
function room and outside.

Mr Crowder said it had not 
been noted by police that the 
floor was wet from being cleaned 
and the doors were open to al­
low it to dry' - nobody had been 
served and the staff was drinking 
soft drinks, he said, adding that 
Ms Rosas denied making com­
ment about having served drinks 
after hours.

JP Keith Biles noted that 13 
was a lot of staff to be cleaning 
up and told Ms Rosas that having 
that amount of people around af­
ter hours could be misconstrued. 
“Take care how that aspect of the 
business is managed,” he said.

Loud music at the Globe Tav­
ern was the only other ongoing 
issue with a public house to be 
commented on, with Sgt Webb 
saying that the comments had 
been passed to him by a Fitzroy 
Road resident to be noted at the 
licensing round. He said it was 
more of an issue for the police to 
discuss with the licensee and he 
would do that.

JP Keith Biles said the com­
ments would be noted on file.

FALKLAND Oil and Gas and 
Rockhopper resumed normal 
drilling work on Monday at the 
Isobel Deep well in the Falkland 
Islands following the repair of 
a blow-out preventer control 
system, the companies said. 
The oil explorers had suspended 
work on the first well of their 
2015 drilling campaign on April 
24 after the technical issue. 
While the problem was being 

fixed, the drilling rig undertook 
work at the adjacent Chatham 
and Jayne East wells, the two 
companies said on Tuesday. Both 
wells were suspended when the 
rig was ready to return to the 
Isobel Deep location.
“The Isobel Deep well is expect­
ed to take approximately 15 days 
to complete,” said a spokesper­
son for Falkland Oil and Gas.

SG albatross 
decline
EARLY indications are that 
South Georgia’s outlying wan­
dering albatross populations are 
down approximately 15 per cent 
from a survey in 2004. That sur­
vey showed a 30 per cent decline 
since the survey in 1984.

A major component of the 
population decline is likely to be 
due to mortality associated with 
fisheries. Although in the last 
decade, no wandering albatross 
have been killed by vessels 
licensed to fish in South Geor­
gia waters, the wide foraging 
range of this species means it is 
vulnerable to fisheries operating 
elsewhere in the South Atlantic 
and beyond.

Airport emerges from Isobel Deep 
rock and peat bog
30th Anniversary of opening of Mount Pleasant Airport
“THE Falklands airport emerges 
from rock and peatbog,” said The 
Times in its May 11 edition, the 
day before the official opening of 
Mount Pleasant Airport in 1985, 
thirty years ago this week.

Two years before that Defence 
Minister of the time Michael Hes- 
eltine announced in the House of 
Commons on June 27 that the de­
cision had been taken to construct 
the airport at Mount Pleasant in­
stead of Stanley, because even 
allowing for the cost of the road 
between the airport and Stanley 
it would be less expensive. The 
original decision to build an air­
port in the Falklands had been 
made in June 1982 in the after­
math of the Falklands war.

The contract was for works to 
the value of £190 million, not 
including the cost of the road 
which comprised a separate MoD 
contract for communications and 
navigational aids, making a total 
of £215 million.

Details of the new British Gov­
ernment Defence budget released 
on July 6, 1983 announced an al­
lowance of £624 million for the 
defence of the Falklands and terri­
tories. This was in addition to the 
price of the new airport and rep­
resented four per cent of Britain’s 
projected total defence budget.

Penguin News reported in 
March 1984 that work by PSA Ltd 
(design and planning) and LMA 
Ltd (the building) was progress­
ing well and there was confidence 
that a basic runway would be op­
erational by April 1985.

In November 1984 Penguin 
News reporter Rob McBride 
travelled to MPA and was told 
by PSA’s Regional Director that 
progress was good considering 
the only materials available to 
them locally was stone and vyater; 
everything else had to be shipped 
from the UK.

By this stage a quarter of a mil-

RAF aircraft at Mount Pleasant 
lion tons of supplies had been 
hauled across the decks of the 
Merchant Providence berthed at 
East Cove and the new jetty head.

The speed at which the runway 
and complex grew was partly due 
to a shift system that kept LMA 
workers busy around the clock. 
An ordinary labourer could expect 
to take home a tax-free £10,000 in 
his pay packet at the end of a year 
with £ 155 bonus on top of that.

On May 12 HRH Prince An­
drew who was already in the Is­
lands as a Royal Naval Officer 
performed the opening ceremo­
ny unveiling a commemorative 
plaque in the main hangar and re­
ceived a relief map of the Islands 
crafted in silver.

The sense of security that the 
Mount Pleasant complex and run­
way offered then to the people of 
the Falklands has not diminished 
today, in its valuable link with 
the UK and its representation of a 
huge commitment from the Brit­
ish Government.

He said training had gone well 
so far 'High mileage, a mix of 
training sessions, I appear to be 
getting fitter; al least that is what I 
keep telling myself.”

Asked what got him into run­
ning he said, "not sure, as 1 have 
always loved it - maybe watching 
the London marathon when I was 
young - back when Britain was 
good at distance running.”

Caroline will also compete in 
the half marathon She has been 
running for two years and ran her 
first half marathon in 2014 in the 
Falklands in 1 hour 46 minutes 
and in 2015 she finished in 1 hour

She said her biggest achievement

in athletics, "has been setting up 
a successful Junior Running Club 
and ladies C25K [supporting 19 
ladies to run 5k in 12 weeks].”

"Whenever I feel down about my 
training I always think of his dedi­
cation and support and that keeps 
me going. Support of your loved 
ones will keep you inspired,” 
adding "My C25K ladies have 
inspired me throughout my Island 
Games Training and will always 
play a major part in my running 
career.”

Caroline said she felt, “so 
privileged to be representing your 
wonderful Islands.”

Teslyn was the women’s 2010 
and 2014 half marathon and mar­
athon winner in the Falklands and 
also won the 2014 Stanley Triath­
lon.

She w ill run the half marathon 
in Jersey and is aiming for the 1 
hour 30 minutes mark.

“I’ve only ever run half mara­
thons cross country and against 
the Falklands weather so I’m hop­
ing to shave time off my fastest 
recorded time [ 1.35.25]”

She said training was going 
well, “with a big focus on strength 
and flexibility I suffered a hip 
strain injury while training for the 
2015 marathon, which had me out 
of long-distance action for a few 
months but the muscle memory 
doesn't seem to have faded much 
and I'm enjoying training for a 
fast halftime instead of the end­
less miles of marathon training.”

On the road again
Quarries, material quality and road maintenance
DID you know that the March 
Ridge quarry material is hard to 
gel out and then is so suscepti­
ble to frost that it breaks down to 
mush in a relatively short time?

This was just one of many facts 
shared by Roads Engineer Simon 
Callon and Ponies Pass Quarry 
Manager Marc Short (pictured 
above) when Penguin News went 
out for a look this week at how 
material was sourced and applied 
to the road.

March Ridge and the MPA 
Quarry are often heralded as pro­
viding lop quality material, how­
ever Mr Catton assured that the 
latter is also a poor road building 
material. Initially hard to extract 
and crush once exposed to the el­
ements for any length of time it 
becomes weak and crumbles. “If 
you doubt me go and check out 
the little rocks which have been 
at the side of the quarry for some 
lime, you can grind them to dust 
under your fool.” he said.

Meanwhile material from the 
Frying Pan quarry was used on 
Cameron Hill last year and would 
not compact as no fines were 
produced. This meant it rutted 
dangerously and was therefore 
removed.

Capping of the Mount Pleasant 
road was recently underway after 
a full season of work with a de­
pleted gang in other areas on both 
East and West Falklands and hap­
pened to coincide with a particu­
larly wet spell of weather.

The initial capping material ap­
plied in the Bluff Cove area was 
from the sides of extensive stock­
piles which had become wet and 
was applied to a wet road lead­
ing to a poor capping material, 
but (his will be rectified once the 
material has time to dry out The 
stockpiles had been processed 
and accumulated over the season 
ready for the job and Mr Calion 
explained that inevitably larger 
rocks slip down in the pile which 
if not mixed well again, gives a 
poor quality material.

He vigorously disputed it was 
“crappy material” as suggested in 
last week’s editorial column, but 
conceded that it had been applied 
to a sloppy road. “It had been 
raining for days, he said.

the end of the day it is not as ef­
fective as cash in the pocket,” said 
Mr Short.

15 years ago Highways was the 
sought after department to work 
for. Nothing has changed within 
its structure, but unfortunately 
that includes the wages, was his 
concerned observation.

Driving down the road past the 
notoriously pot holed section at 
the Crash Barriers, Mr Catton ex­
plained the need for a good shape 
on the road to provide drainage 
- the ditches also need to be kept 
clear as when water builds up it 
means soft/wet patches will form 
in the road base. “But then I get 
slammed for wasting resources 
when we dig the ditches out,” he 
said, noting that they do not need 
to be excessively deep, but do 
need to carry the water away.

At the Barriers work has been 
restricted because of the adja­
cent minefields, but once they 
are cleared the barriers could be 
removed, culverts replaced and 
the road realigned, capped and 
shaped. “Until then we just have 
to keep on fire-fighting.”

Referring to MLA Gavin 
Short’s comment that plans to 
asphalt tw'o kilometres from Sap­
per Hill to Brownings Farm were 
in the pipe-line, both men agreed 
that with current resources that 
would be the maximum achiev­
able. Investment in additional 
plant and sta IT would be needed to 
extend the programme.

Work w'ill be ongoing on the 
MPA road throughout the winter 
months as weather permits and 
drivers w ill have noticed addition­
al signage in work areas. There 
have been two near misses with 
drivers failing to reduce speed and 
be aware of workers recently and 
Mr Catton has real concerns that 
the road will have to be closed 
for w'ork to be carried out ii this 
continues. The Police would not 
apprehend reported drivers noting 
a lack of basic signage, however 
significant investment has been 
made to rectify the problem, “so 
we do ask for drivers to be care­
ful,” he said. However the road 
would be closed if necessary as 
the safety of the road gang was 
paramount, he concluded.

THE Islanders Contribution to 
The Second World War.

Ten Spitfires were 
bought with £50,000 of this total 
and these aircraft flew into ac­
tion bearing the name Falkland 
Islands.

Over one hundred and fifty men 
and women left the Islands during 
the war years to serve overseas. 
Given the eligibility of these vol­
unteers together with the size of 
the population, some 2,500 at that 
time, this must surely have been 
an extremely high percentage.

Sadly though 24 of this number 
did not return home having paid 
the ultimate sacrifice.

This rock 
breaks down by the road roller 
and continues to do so in weather­
ing, particularly by frost action In

Folly of Cape 
Pembroke road
IT was with dismay I saw the cur­
rent folly of Falklands design on 
page 4 Penguin News Friday May 
1,2015. ‘Inches closer to con­
struction’ when we already have 
yards of hard track in place?

Saying the new road will pro­
vide access for future demining of 
the two mine fields on the coast 
does not hold substance. The 
statement almost implies roads 
will be constructed to mine fields 
in remote inaccessible places; like 
the soft peat around Mount Long- 
don?

Did the perpetrators of the 
north route not know there was 
already over 700 yards of sub­
stantial hard track on the south 
side that only requires a capping. 
It makes more sense to continue 
from the end along the old track 
to the lighthouse; doing so would 
be the cheapest option and a boon 
to those tending horses grazing in 
Christina Bay or the mushroom 
pickers. The substantial track al­
ready laid only requires capping 
(not with clay please) and rolling 
to give a good surface. To begin 
another along the north coast is 
ludicrous when it would become 
obsolete should FIGAS need to 
extend the runway to the east.

The proposed route first cross­
es soft peaty ground, then over 
clay past the ponds, onto rock 
and clay before the long stretch 
of barren dry peat, to arrive at 
the soft swampy flat which would 
require tons of material.

of the Committee said, “It will 
be seen that the Governor’s of­
fer is a great help in every way

By May 1912, more than 
£1,230 had been subscribed by 
residents and the frame of the 
building erected.

But by August 1912 funds had 
been exhausted and a meeting of 
subscribers was held in the Parish 
Room on the 29th, but it was de­
scribed as being poorly attended 
with only 27 present including his 
Excellency the Governor.

A\n January 16, 1911 a Pub- 
V^/lic Meeting was held in the 
Assembly Rooms when it was 
unanimously voted that a Me­
morial to the late King Edward 
VII should be erected in the 
Colony

After various suggestions the 
following resolution was carried:

"That a public subscription 
be raised to erect as a memorial 
to His Late Most Gracious Maj­
esty King Edward VII, a building 
in connection with the Victoria 
Cottage Home for both medical 
and surgical use and to equip the 
same with the necessary furniture 
and appliances required in such a 
building.”

It was further agreed that an ap­
propriate 'tablet' be placed some­
where in the building showing the 
purpose for which it was erected 
and that if possible a suitable bust 
of King Edward Vll be placed in 
the building.

A suggestion that all the names 
of subscribers be placed on record 
was agreed and a representative 
committee was appointed to carry 
out the scheme on the above lines.

It was thought that as His Maj­
esty had very much at heart at all 
times the relief of human suffer­
ing, the hospital would be a fitting 
Memorial. That the proposal met 
with approval from the ‘Home 
Government' is verified in a des­
patch received from the Right 
Honourable the Secretary of State 
for the Colonies (L Harcourt), by 
His Excellency the Governor Al­
lardyce.

In 1912 the ground for the me­
morial hospital was being pre­
pared at the chosen site behind 
the Government Offices. The Fl 
Magazine and Church Paper of 
January, noted that the paddock

celebrating 100 years of service
Rev Dean Seymour, explained 
that the real object of the meeting 
was to render an account of the 
Committee’s stewardship, to con­
fess that the available funds were 
exhausted and to ask for sugges­
tions as to the best means of ob­
taining further subscriptions.

It was well known that the 
hospital was well on the way to 
completion as far as the actual 
building was concerned, but that 
there remained much to do in the 
way of drainage, heating, lighting 
and furniture. He estimated that a 
further £800 would be needed to 
complete the scheme.

A memorandum drawn up by 
the Governor which listed items 
needed to finish the project also 
stated that although it would prob­
ably be found advisable to restrict 
the accommodation in the hospi­
tal to the lowest possible, he did 
not see how it could be handed 
over as a worthy memorial to the 
late King without an expenditure 
of at least £600.

The Governor is reported to 
have spoken most enthusiastically 
of what had been done, and op­
timistically of what remained to 
be accomplished. He thought the 
Chairman had overestimated how 
much would be needed to com­
plete the work and prophesied 
that £500 would prove ample.

He was of the opinion that 
when people saw and realised 
what had already been done and 
what an excellent prospect there 
was of having a well-equipped 
hospital in Stanley complete with 
a maternity ward, there would be 
little or no difficulty in raising the 
necessary funds. “Some money 
could undoubtedly be collected in 
the Colony, and there were those 
living in England who owed

It was Matron who set and kept 
up the impressive standards al the 
hospital.

Starched caps and 
polished shoes and an 
regimental discipline and respect 
were demanded. Matron had her

of an epidemic of TB. it had in 
fact been prevalent from the mid 
1800s.

In 1929 a report had empha­
sised the high incidence when 
there were 14 TB-cases in Stan­
ley compared with only two in 
camp. The higher rate in Stanley 
was attributed to bad housing, 
overcrowding, malnutrition and 
the lack of drains and roads. The 
same report revealed that a con­
siderable number of cows in Stan­
ley were infected with tuberculo­
sis. In addition the high incidence 
of bone, glandular and intestinal 
infection made it nearly certain 
that the main source of TB was 
Tuberculosis milk.

In 1932 there was also a report 
of an outbreak of tuberculous 
mastitis in cattle at Darwin.

In 1982 it served as a joint hos­
pital for civilians and British mili­
tary forces under very cramped 
conditions, but still maintaining a 
high degree of efficiency.

The fire
However just two years after 

the 1982 war on April 10, all of 
the original King Edward Memo­
rial hospital was destroyed and 
extensive damage caused to the 
Churchill Wing.

Eight people died and two were 
seriously injured.

It was the most shocking expe­
rience since the war and the grief 
across the Islands was profound.

The King Edward Memorial 
and British Military Hospital were 
effectively one and the same, the 
two being linked together and 
sharing many facilities. The mili­
tary section which consisted of a 
23 bed pre-fab unit was fixed to 
the east end of the 1914 vintage 
main building just two months 
previously.

The committee of inquiry con

medical officer wrote a report on 
tuberculosis in the Falkland Is­
lands; addressed to the Governor.

“Examination of the register 
of deaths shows that there have 
been cases of tuberculosis in the 
Falkland Islands for the past 70 
years at least. The annual death 
rale of almost two per thousand 
from tuberculosis is far above the 
average. Although there are, on an 
average, only four deaths a year, 
that constitutes a high percentage 
of the total deaths in the colony.

“Of the 39 TB deaths in the 
past 10 years, 35 were due to pul­
monary tuberculosis, three to tu­
berculosis meningitis and one to 
TB peritonitis; the last four also 
suffered from pulmonary tuber­
culosis.

Excluding one case of tubercu­
losis meningitis in an infant aged 
seven months, the average age at 
death was 33.”

While historically we have of­
ten viewed this era as being a bit

doctor al a well attended function 
and the activity was promptly dis­
continued.

Improvements to the hospital 
were made possible in 1932 by a 
financial gift from the somewhat 
eccentric John Hamilton, owner 
of Weddell Island which was 
spent on furniture and some small 
bits of equipment and in 1935 a 
new, and at that lime up to dale X- 
Ray apparatus was installed.

In December 1939 the hospital 
was full to capacity with wound­
ed men from HMS Exeter, Ajax, 
and Achilles when they relumed 
to Stanley after the Battle of the 
River Plate with the German bat­
tleship Graf Spec.

64 were killed in the battle, 
with 45 wounded. Exeter had suf-

made available. Beds and bedding 
were borrowed from local resi­
dents, additional medical stores 
were sent from Canopus and ‘ar­
rangements were made with the 
local baker whose establishment 
was close to the ‘School’ hospital, 
for the loan of his kitchen and he 
would do all the cooking for the 
sick. Additional water and light­
ing arrangements were laid on 
and by evening we were ready to 
receive in all three hospitals 100 
patients’.

The hospital was 
opened in May 1915.

There was apparently an inter­
esting period between 1920 and 
1935 when 248 appendectomies 
were carried out in the hospital 
which equaled to 9.5 per cent of

Part of the old hospital was 

dedicated to a tuberculosis wing 
and there were several wooden 
chalets built outside. They were 
mounted on turntables so that dur­
ing daytime hours patients could 
be placed to face the best weather.

The chalets were fitted with 
special glass to prevent the sun’s 
rays from affecting the heath of 
the patients. Gerald Cheek re­
called that when they were re­
moved later the late Abby Alazia 
who had also been a gardener at 
the hospital put one in his own 
garden and tried to grow tomatoes 
etc, but because of this special 
glass, nothing would grow.

Captain F S Bell wrote to the 
Governor Herbert Henniker-He­
aton expressing his deep appre­
ciation to the medical staff and all 
their voluntary helpers for their, 
“expert skill and tireless attention 
that has at all times been paid to 
our wounded, with special note 
of thanks for our friends in Bue-

much to the Falklands and it was 
unthinkable they would not glad­
ly come forward and help on the 
good work." he said.

It was agreed that subscrip­
tion lists be sent out again and 
that collection boxes be placed 
in prominent places so those not 
able to give large sums could give 
amounts they could afford.

The Acting Treasurer Mr 
Girling said that there had been 
criticism of the committee on the 
grounds that they had embarked 
upon a too ambitious scheme and 
they would have been better to 
have consulted the wishes of the 
subscribers had they been con­
tent with a more modest build­
ing which could have been com­
pleted with available funds. He 
confessed to agreeing with that 
criticism.

Governor Allardyce however 
thought the committee were, “un­
necessarily eating humble pie,” 
and moved a vote of confidence 
in them.

"If the hospital was somewhat 
larger than originally intended, 
they knew that the Colony was 
growing in importance,” he said.

One benefactor who signed 
himself ’A Well Wisher’ said he 
was willing to make a contribu­
tion of £50 if nine others would 
also contribute the same amount 
by the end of February.

It was estimated that the run­
ning costs of amalgamating the 
Victoria Cottage and the new 
hospital would cost the Govern­
ment no more than an additional 
£150 per annum.

While we do not have any ex­
act record of what other misfor­
tunes befell the organisation, it 
is known that among the first pa­
tients and prior to the completion 
of the hospital, were casualties 
from the great sea battle off the 
Falklands on December 8. 1914.

Staff-Surgeon Wemet of the 
Canopus received ‘an urgent or­
der from the Senior Naval Officer 
to provide additional accommo­
dation for the reception and treat­
ment of wounded as a large num­
ber of casualties were expected 
from both sides’. With Governor 
Allardyce’s consent, the School 
and the old hospital, the ‘Victo­
ria Cottage Nursing Home’, were
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nos Aires who unselfishly gave 
up their jobs at a moments notice 
to come to our assistance.” Capt 
Bell said that when they had ar­
rived on December 16, battered 
and weary, nothing was loo much 
trouble for the people. “Our sick 
and wounded were taken in and 
cared for, homes were thrown 
open to us and everybody, forget­
ting sell, went out of their way to 
aid and welcome us.”

In the 1952/3 Colonial Report 
it is noted that on May 23. 1953 
the Churchill Wing of the KEM 
Hospital was opened by the Gov­
ernor Sir Geoffrey Miles Clifford, 
KBE, CMG, ED.

“The new wing contains 17 
beds and has a well equipped 
theatre, X-Ray department, out­
patients department and dental 
surgery besides the usual hospital 
offices.”

The staff at this time comprised 
the Senior Medical Officer, two 
medical officers, (one being on 
West Falkland) one Tuberculosis 
officer who was engaged on a tu­
berculosis survey of 7he Islands, 
one dentist in Stanley and one 
who toured the Camp. The nurs­
ing staff consisted of one matron, 
three nursing sisters, three nurses 
and a district nurse.

tal and 3,558 (4,394) visits were 
paid to the out-patients depart­
ment; 42 (81 operations were per­
formed (24 (19) major and 18 (62)

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Stanley Growers 27 years on
TIM Miller began as a Management Trainee with FIDC (original owners) 
27 yrs ago at the end of April 1988 in the first season of production. Then 
Stanley Growers had just one greenhouse, some store sheds and a 20ft 
portacabin that was both packhouse, produce store and staff room; there 
were no trees, and today's fields were whitegrass and diddledee. Today 
there are 2 heated hydroponic greenhouses and some 46 polytunnels 
ranging up to 30ft x 250ft in size, approx 10 acres under cultivation and 
bulk coolstores. Since 2000 we have been using Waste Fuels and Oils 
for heating and today 6 waste oil burners provide the heating for both 
greenhouses.

With Climate Change now biting they are planning another two very large field polytunnels in 2017 - to give control over the crop 
growing conditions. Weather extremes and general drying up of summers have meant it no longer makes economic sense to try 
and grow field maincrop potatoes to store. In the last eight years they have lost money each year and frequently crop no more and 
occasionally achieve less weight of potatoes than they have planted as seed. As such they are now moving the fields 'inside'and will 
concentrate in future on just 'earlies'and other higher value vegetables. It is now cheaper to import potatoes from UK than it is to 
produce them locally on a field scale.

eluded that there was strong evi­
dence that fire precautions in the 
building were wholly inadequate. 
The fire hoses fixed to the walls 
of the building were not con­
nected to a water supply but. even 
if they had been, the water pres­
sure through those hoses would 
have been inadequate to deal with 
the spread of the fire. The wiring 
throughout the building was de­
scribed as woefully inadequate. 
Attention had previously been 
drawn to the poor state of the wir­
ing in the hospital, and the con­
text was that of an Island where 
at least four electrical fires every 
year are caused by defective wir­
ing.

Lack of fire doors was perhaps 
the principal cause of the rapid 
spread of the fire, which was the 
reason why so many lives were 
lost. There had been reports in 
the 1970s of the inadequate fire 
precautions in the building and in 
1982. the fire officer, the civilian 
doctor and the military authori­
ties together demanded the urgent 
installation of fire doors in the 
hospital - a wooden building - as 
the only way of stopping a fire 
should one break out. By the date 
of the fire, those doors had not 
even been ordered. As a result, 
whatever the cause of the fire - 
perhaps inevitably, the report was 
unclear about the exact cause - it 
spread rapidly and uncontrollably, 
and the deaths that occurred were 
to a large extent inevitable. Had

Peel the butternut squash and cut into even-sized slices roughly 
the thickness of a pound coin, and place them in a roasting tray 
with the coriander seeds, dried chilli, chicken stock, a hefty pinch 
of salt and pepper, a glug of olive oil and a sprinkle of the sugar.

We’re not a colony’ speech 
falls on deaf ears at C24

ASSURANCES made to a 
United Nations C24 seminar in 
Nicaragua that the Falklands can 
no longer be defined as a colony, 
fell on deaf ears this week.

Constitutional reform has 
stripped away all aspects of, “so- 
called colonial status," Member 
of Legislative Assembly Phyl 
Rendell told the seminar

But most members of the 
committee, “continue to have 
their views firmly fixed on 
decolonisation and not self- 
determination for small countries 
and do not listen to the facts,” she 
told Penguin News yesterday.

MLA Rendell said her speech 
was received politely by the 
Chair and she was given the right 
to reply to the comments made 
by Argentina, El Salvador and 
Venezuela in particular:

MLA Rendell gave an 
explanation why the Falklands 
had not attained independence 
and then outlined how, despite 
that, the Falklands had, via the 
crafting of two new constitutions 
since 1982, taken itself along the 
path of, “political autonomy."

(former colonies) had done, had 
travelled along a road of political 
development, but the reason 
the Islands had not become 
independent as those countries 
had, were for many good reasons.

IN a speech to the C24 seminar in Nicaragua this week MLA Phyl Rendell 
reflected how as a child the label ‘colony* may well have applied to aspects 
of the Islands’s status, but ‘all this has changed over the last 30+years." 

(Much as 1 hate to admit it) 1 too was bom in an era when ‘colony’ was 
still the correct description, so it’s interesting that when viewing old docu­
ments and newspapers relating to the Islands I can’t help a small shiver of 
discomfort at the word with all of its unfortunate connotations

An odd reaction perhaps, because after all while days gone by were often 
far from perfect for the average Falkland Islander, unlike other colonies this 
wasn't one where a native population was suppressed and mistreated by a 
conquering British empire

And as years went by it's not as if development was frowned upon or 
people were backward. Glancing through Colonial Reports from the fifties 
1 was amazed at the speed of development. A foundation stone for the Infant 
School, the building of a new wing of the hospital. Ajax Bay starting up. a 
new aircraft for the Air Service, the introduction of a pension scheme, just a 
few things that occurred over only two years.

But despite all of that 1 think most of us are more comfortable with our 
newer status ‘Overseas Territory'; still part of the British family, but a 
grown up. more independent version. A title more reflective of our. "modem 
self-governing relationship with the UK.” as MLA Rendell termed it.

And. despite Argentine claims to the contrary', there is no 1 ip-service in 
that definition. The upcoming Budget, before which elected members will 
make a host of tricky decisions in relation to the Islands economy, is proof 
in itself of the degree of that self-government.

Still there will always be those propogandists who will endeavour to 
convince others (particularly via the use of the emotive 'de-colomsation' 
label) that we are a rabble of implanted Brits, an empirical whim of the UK 
government.

However as long as we continue in pursuit of a constantly modernising 
political system and constitution, economy and society, then their already 
fragile arguments can only weaken further in the eyes of those with com­
monsense and objectivity.

Politicians like Daniel Filmus in his role as Minister for the ‘Malvinas’ 
will of course, always quack about his so-called achievements gamering 
support from other countries (as he claimed in relation to Chile last week) 
but 1 have to entirely concur with MLA Mike Summers in the opinion he 
expressed to me on Wednesday, on Dr Filmus performance so far (inci­
dentally the Argentine Minister the Telegraph described as ‘the ultimate 
minister without portfolio).

on New Island
BE TWEEN 2004 and 2009 a 
sharp population decline was 
noticed amongst Falkland 
skuas (Stercorarius antarctica 
antarctica) on New Island, with 
chronically low breeding success 
It was hypothesised that the 
causes were related to a concur­
rent increase of the Johnny rook 
population, which might acl 
as competitors or nest preda­
tors. But with little previous 
study the explanations remained 
speculative.

Tatiana de Mendonpa spent 
lour months on New Island dur­
ing the summer of 2014/2015 
investigating the skuas' recent 
fate on New Island. Tatiana is a 
student part of the Portuguese re­
search team coordinated by Paulo 
Catry that has been conducting 
long-term research on seabirds 
on the Island, with FIG support, 
for the past 13 years.

Tatiana hoped to establish a 
connection between Johnny rook 
predation and the survival rales 
of the chicks. Automatic cameras 
were set-up by skua nests, but 
this year Falkland skuas expe­
rienced a high breeding success 
on the selected study areas and 
the Johnny rook “gangs” were 
mostly elsewhere, and no cases 
of predation were filmed.

Using ringed skuas, studies 
of different aspects of breeding, 
foraging behaviour and diet were 
also carried out. GPS tags were 
attached to 21 individual skuas to 
track the details of their move­
ments.

This is the first lime that 
Falkland skuas were systemati­
cally tracked during the nesting 
season. The data is still being 
analysed. Initial results show that 
some spent the whole lime on 
land, while others did make a few 
foraging trips up to 20 km from 
the island. “Not that adventurous, 
if one considers that research on 
New Island previously showed 
that these skuas spend the winter 
over deep seas, sometimes thou­
sands of kilometres from land, 
and never resting ashore.” Mr 
Catry commented.

He said the skuas forage at all 
the penguin, albatross and cor­
morant rookeries as well as the 
prion nesting areas. “Everywhere 
they take eggs, chicks, scraps and 
leftovers, and even adult prions.”

More will be learned as the 
data is analysed in more detail 
and as a longer-term dataset is 
built. “We intend to keep an eye 
on those skuas for a few years to 
come,” said Mr Catry.

Full marks to LAN for looking 
after us well throughout, ques­
tion mark to w hoever made the 
decision to turn them away on 
what appears to have been a 
calm afternoon.

Watching the election while 
in the UK was fascinating. 
There was a lot of talk of strate­
gic voting, supporting a candi­
date with a chance of winning 
rather than voting on principle 
for a no hoper. This was well 
illustrated in Edinburgh South 
where the only Labour MP 
left in Scotland undoubtedly 
won w ith the help of lifelong 
supporters of other parties who 
did not want to see a nationalist 
elected. By chance he happens 
to be one of our more recent 
UK parliamentary visitors.

Pollsters had a bad time as 
almost without exception their 
predictions, including that of 
a hung parliament, proved 
wrong. The only thing they 
seem to have predicted reason­
ably accurately is the decima­
tion of the Lib Dems. The sole 
survivor in Scotland, repre­
senting Orkney and Shetland, 
has also visited the Falklands. 
Fortunately w e have good cross 
party support and many good 
friends of the Islands have been 
re-elected though there have 
been some casualties.

Not only the polls came 
in for criticism with several 
parties accusing the BBC of 
bias, which suggests they may 
have got the balance almost 
right. Their exit poll w as also 
accurate. Some of the other 
press coverage was dire, as it 
mainly dwelt on trivia rather 
than important policies, partly 
a reflection of attempts to keep 
pace with the frenetic and 
shallow' social media coverage. 
In spite of all that I found the 
whole process engrossing and 
an informative political study.

Making a charitable legacy
THERE are a number of reasons 
why somebody decides to have 
a new Will written. Maybe they 
have never made a Will and feel 
that the time is right to do so. 
Maybe there have been significant 
changes in their life, such as mar­
riage. divorce, moving countries, 
or the death of loved ones.

When thinking about a new 
Will, many of us want to make 
sure that our money and property 
is distributed fairly amongst fam­
ily members.

Another reason may be to leave 
a gift (known as a legacy) to a 
charity or other organisation that 
is close to your heart.

A legacy to a charity in a Will is 
a way for you to contribute money 
or the equivalent to a charitable 
cause you support

There are a number of benefits 
in leaving a legacy in your Will: larly named charities when your 

Will is read.
In addition to deciding on the 

charity, you should also decide 
on w hat type of gift you want to 
leave as a legacy, and in the case 
of money how much. Most chari­
table legacies are a lump sum pay­
ment to the chosen organisation.

If you decide to leave a legacy 
to charity, you can leave this sub­
ject to an ‘expression of wish.’ 
This means that you wish for your 
legacy to be used for a particular 
purpose. The recipient will have a

I ject to ‘binding obligations'. This

• When leaving a legacy subject to

I obligations otherwise they w ill be
• unable to benefit from the gift.
• How to leave a Legacy
• If you already have a Will, it 
I is very simple to add in a legacy
• if you wish to do so. You can ask
• your solicitor to w rite up a codi-
• cil (a legal document) which will
• contain the relevant amendments
• to your Will.
• If you do not have a Will, your
• estate will be ‘intestate’. This

Z cording to set principles of law.
• If you w ish to leave a legacy, you

Head of Courts Ai- 
mce Meadows quipped, “you get 
less for murder.”

Mrs Summers had embodied 
the judicial oath with her ap­
proach to the position. She did 
not mind if people did not like 
her decisions and stood by them, 
said Miss Meadows, adding that 
it had been clear from her arrival 
in the Islands last year that Mrs 
Summers had the respect of her 
colleagues on the bench, and she 
was the one to get on side.

Attorney General Peter Judge 
paid tribute to Mrs Summers' 
contribution to a part of the jus­
tice system which dales back 600 
years. JPs were local people who 
represent and understand how the 
community works and arc able to 
be just, he said.

“The people of the Falkland 
Islands owe you a great debt. You 
have brought fairness, good char­
acter and understanding of the 
people.” he said, adding, “You 
have stood up to the absolute 
value of the judicial oath.”

Mrs Summers thanked her 
colleagues in the Summary Court 
who had been a fantastic team.

She noted that there had been 
many changes for the better since 
the days when the Islands were 
without a Senior Magistrate or 
lawyers and that it was good 
to see all in place with more 
improvements to come.

Mrs Summers especially 
thanked Miss Meadows for her 
assistance since taking up the 
new post of Head of Courts 
saying the last few months had 
probably been more interesting 
than the previous 25 years.

Traffic offenders fined

make the following stages more 
effective, then aluminium sul­
phate and sodium aluminate arc 
added which are coagulants. The 
water then enters the bottom of 
tall tanks called clarifiers in which 
a filter blanket of the coagulants 
floats and rises up through this, 
which strains out the majority of 
particles, with polyelectrolyte - 
another coagulant - being added 
in this tank to assist that floc- 
culation/cleaning process. The 
water coming off the top within 
this tank is then directed via pipe­
work into the top of a filter which 
is partly filled with graded sand, 
and passes down through the sand 
which removes most of the re­
maining particles.

Chlorination is done just before 
the water leaves the final tank in 
the plant, using a solution formed 
using the calcium hypochlorite.

The levels of chemicals used 
varies depending upon the charac­
teristics of the water coming into 
the works, which can vary from 
lightly coloured if there has been 
a prolonged dry spell to extremely 
highly coloured when there has 
been more rain, either in sudden 
bursts or for more prolonged pe­
riods. The colour change can be 
quite sudden and staff are con­
stantly monitoring what is com­
ing in, the various stages in the 
process and what is leaving the 
works and make adjustments ac­
cordingly.

IN relation to chemicals added, 
the only chemical added once 
the water has been processed to 
remove colour and raise the pH 
is calcium hypochlorite (which 
contains chlorine) as a sterilising 
agent, which is done at a low level 
so that there is only a very small 
amount left when used, about 0.5 
parts per million.

Rather than just list the chemi­
cals. I will try to simply set out 
the water treatment process and 
reasons.

The untreated water is typical 
surface run-off peaty water, acid­
ic. highly coloured and contain­
ing high levels of aluminium and 
iron. When it leaves the treatment 
works the colour, pH and levels 
of both of these metals are well 
below the World Health Organi­
sation guidelines that we seek to 
meet.

Much of the colour is in solu­
tion, as opposed to suspended par­
ticles, so the first stage is to bring 
that dissolved material out of so­
lution and then remove the result­
ant suspended particles by use of 
flocculants and then sand filters.

Sodium carbonate (soda ash) 
is first added to raise the pH and

into the upper arm. The most 
commonly reported adverse reac­
tions affecting one in 10 of those 
receiving the vaccine include 
redness, pain, swelling and itch­
ing at the injection site.

Medical matters from the KEM Hospital - shingles vaccinations
SHINGLES is a common viral in­
fection in which there is painful, 
burning and uncomfortable skin 
rash. Some people are left with 
pain lasting for years after the ini­
tial rash has healed.

Shingles can develop at any 
time following a chickenpox in­
fection and can occur in individu­
als of any age. However, the risk 
and severity of shingles increases 
with age. The purpose of the vac­
cination is to reduce both the in­
cidence and severity of shingles 
disease in adults aged 70 years 
and above, this is the age group 
who experience a severe form of 
the disease often resulting in sec­
ondary complications.

All those who have already had 
shingles or those who haven’t 
ever suffered from chicken pox 
can still have the shingles vac-

Airstrips

that it is fit for purpose. Direc­
tor of Civil Aviation and Head of 
Regulatory' Services Bruce Wilks 
told the committee.

He said that FIGAS does not re­
quire licensed aerodromes, but if 
the necessary' standards were not 
met. then the aircraft would not 
fly into that strip

The season had started with 
good responses, said Mr Wilks, 
while MLA Gavin Short de­
scribed it as a. “more common­
sense and pragmatic approach ”

FIGAS manager Morgan Goss, 
explained that insurance was still 
valid as it was issued on the prem­
ise that airstrips were fit for opera­
tions.

Roads to non-agricultural 
destinations

MLA Phyl Rendell asked that 
a decision be made on whether 
a road could be built to Philomel 
Farm on West Falklands. Gavin 
and Deirdre Marsh had requested 
that consideration be given to at 
least track improvements, said 
MLA Rendell, adding that while 
current policy was only for roads 
to inhabited farms, things change 
in the Camp. She asked, “Where 
do we go from here?”

Mr Keenleyside suggested it 
could fall under the Roads to Non- 
Agricultural Destinations scheme 
as there was funding available. He 
noted that the title was a bit of a 
misnomer.

Ad-hoc improvements as had 
been applied to the Mullet Creek 
road would be of assistance to 
the Marshes, said MLA Rendell, 
however Mr Keenleyside said in 
his opinion partial improvements 
channelled traffic to those areas 
which in turn become problem­
atic.

Talking Island-wide transport
Presently there is very little 

common sense being used with 
20+tonne recovery trucks being 
sent across on the ferry during 
winter months to retrieve broken 
down Land Rovers, he said.

Shipping Surveys

In April, external consultants 
were appointed to conduct a re­
view of the ferry and coastal ship­
ping service. Fieldwork will be 
carried out during June and they 
will deliver a report at the end of 
July.

Updating the committee Direc­
tor of Central Services Matt Bass­
ford said the results would inform 
a decision about the future provi­
sion of ferry services beyond the 
end of the current Workboat Ser­
vices contract in July 2016.

Mr Bassford said the combina­
tion of data on utilisation and the 
recent surveys conducted mean 
that there is a relatively good 
evidence base in terms of actual 
and potential demand for fery 
and coastal shipping. “However, 
much less work has been done in 
terms of the supply side,” which 
is what the review will focus on.

He said he was particularly 
keen that the group of experts 
who w'ill consult on both East and 
West Falklands, “get the impor­
tance of the link between ferry 
and the road network.”

Mr Bassford said it was hoped 
that the findings would be report­
ed to the next TAC meeting along 
with the previous work conducted 
by the RDS Group and some addi­
tional assessment work conducted 
by Central Services.

However he added that this was 

undertaken on an. “opportunistic 
basis,” and therefore had cost 
significantly less then if would 
have done, “if a barge and 
coring rig had been brought out 
specifically to survey the jetty 
area prior to the design being 
developed and costed and work 
commencing.”

Opportunity was also taken 
to, “utilise the piling barge and 
rig which were brought in to do 
work on the TDF (temporary 
dock facility) which simplified 
the piling works and has de-risked 
that part of the project,” he said.

Mr Keenleyside said had the 
survey barge and equipment been 
brought in before the design was 
undertaken, “the cost for survey 
would have been rather higher 
and the current design would, 1 
believe, still have been selected as

the appropriate one, and the end 
cost for construction then very 
similar to the current estimate.”

He said this would though have 
meant a higher overall cost for the 
project due to higher costs for the 
survey which would have been 
incurred. “In short there would 
have been less surprises over the 
length of the project, but the end 
cost would have been higher.” 
said Mr Keenleyside.

Asked how far over the original 
budget the project now was he 
said: “The project is not over 
the original budget for the steel 
and concrete design to date. The 
projected cost is as per the revised 
total which was approved by 
SFC once the additional survey 
information was gained.”

THE public jetty project that 
began with a survey in early 
2012 and is still incomplete 
due to problems with piling is, 
“not a national embarrassment." 
Director of Public Works Manfred 
Keenleyside told Penguin News 
yesterday.

The project was termed as such 
by an individual at Monday’s 
Public Meeting.

Mr Keenleyside emphasised 
that, the information available 
from both the survey undertaken 
with locally available resources, 
and the survey done when the jetty 
was originally built, “indicated 
that the piling as designed and 
using the method proposed, was 
appropriate."

Physical works began on the 
public jelly in September 2012 
but were suspended in May 2013 
when a pile sank to a greater 
depth than expected. A decision to 
review works designs was taken.

Works on the piling began 
again in January this year.

The project was originally 
allocated £1.3 million but 
additional funding was quickly 
allocated taking it to £1.49 
million in July 2013 with a 33 per 
cent contingency.

Further funding of £491,060 
was approved in September 2013 
to complete the project

A further £150.000 was also 
approved for a drilling rig to 
conduct surveys in the area the 
same month.

THERE is an unusual sense ofcalm across the Islands as we go into 
budget week, which has to be a good thing really, but in a typically per­
verse way I am missing the sheer adrenaline and anticipation of w hat 
might be thrown at us.

Fortunately we are in a reasonably sound financial position on the 
back of two lucrative fishing and tourism seasons and of course the ad­
ditional income from continued hydrocarbon exploration means that we 
should not ha\ e to suffer any serious hardship.

As MLA Jan Hansen glibly announced at the Public Meeting on 
Monday, “there won't be any surprises.” 1 think we can expect the 
usual increases on duty for tobacco and alcohol, and general fees across 
Government departments (ie registry, immigration, aviation. Govern­
ment rents etc) and no doubt we will be warned about increasing our 
expectations in all areas

Personally 1 think that after reducing the change for registration of 
ownership of vehicles last year it may as well be ditched now, along 
with vehicle tax.

The physical works on Public Jet­
ty commenced with the placement 
of mass fill and then rock armour­
ing on the first section, which was 
to extend over the same length as 
the existing masonry section was 
under way.

With any civil engineering 
works unforeseen ground condi­
tions can have an impact on the 
construction sequence and the 
decision to stop work and review 
temporary works design with 
their engineers in the UK. he told 
Penguin News.

One of the historic and quaint 
attractions of Ross Road on a big 
tourist day is how tourists and 
traffic gel on with each other, and 
drivers respect the tourists who 
think our streets are sidewalks.

SO now it’s just move or push 
back the flower beds a metre, 
carefully lifting plants, caring for 
them and replanting?

That makes it sounds like small 
new plants that you can pop into 
a 4” or 5” pot for a few months.

The reality is that many of 
the 20+ years established plants 
will have root systems measured 
in feet, well entwined under and 
around the rockery.

Most of these will inevitably 
suffer severe root damage in the 
process and die, despite many 
hours of costly labour being spent 
on them.

No mention of the several hun­
dreds of dwarf and miniature daf­
fodil bulbs now well established. 
These are irreplaceable as they 
are now are listed as rare species, 
and fresh bulbs are unavailable 
commercially.

These bulbs (many are the size 
of your little finger nail) could 
only be preserved by many hours 
of careful expensive hand labour 
lifting at the correct time of year 
using small hand forks etc and 
then careful storage.

25 years ago when established, 
the flower beds had a wind net 
fence inside the rails for several 
years until plants became estab­
lished. Today they receive criti­
cal protection from the worst of 
the Northerly gales by being low 
down just above road level and 
behind the wind-breaking timber 
rails.

This combination supplies the 
vital protection for the colourful

some of that in the same way. It 
will no longer be nice and crisp 
once frozen and so not all of it 
will be treated this way. but we 
will at least keep some for cook­
ing during the winter. That way 
at least the flavour remains good 
too. The brussel sprouts are pro­
ducing well enough that I have al­
ready put some in the freezer, and 
there are still more to come.

The potato lifting continues 
but. without my helpers now. The 
plot 1 am working on now is one 
that 1 didn't get around to paying 
any attention to al the beginning 
of the season. By the time 1 was 
ready to clean and feed the plot 
the self sets were already quite 
sizeable plants in it. 1 just let them 
grow on and the potatoes they 
are producing are medium sized 
which w ithout food and attention, 
is really quite surprising They are 
not fantastic but they are not to be 
sniffed at either. When that plot is 
cleared it will be a good time to 
put some lime on it, as it is best 
put on before winter.

Speaking of winter, all the hos­
es need reeling up and put under 
cover as watering is not really 
on the agenda any more, and the 
water outside will be turned off 
too. Bill lagged all the pipes a 
couple of years ago but, why take 
any chances with frosts and snow 
around? Any plants in large pots 
which cannot be brought under

ACRONYMS pop up all over 
the place and cover many things, 
most of which 1 find hard to deci­
pher let alone remember (unless it 
is G&T) But. the weather, while 
very changeable and occasional!} 
very pleasant, has brought days 
when cooking was called for as 
getting outside meant disappear­
ing under a mound of clothes and 
hats, and that was just to reach the 
tunnels. These are the days when 
I produce an acronym of my own: 
FADS (Fresh Air Deprivation 
Syndrome). I don't think that par­
ticular combination is in use yet 
but if it is. my apologies.

It's been a good time to continue 
freezing and putting away vegeta­
bles. swedes are very hardy and 
can be kept in the soil but. being 
a little idle 1 like to lift and freeze 
a few for those bad days in which 
1 might find it hard to find them, 
let alone dig them out. As the fla­
vours have already been enhanced 
by a couple of good frosts, both 
the swedes and the parsnips can 
be lifted if so wished. The pars­
nips are also hard to find and dig 
out later. I find dicing both veg in 
about inch squares, microwaving 
a pound or so at a time for three 
or four minutes, cooled quickly 
under running cold water, drained 
and frozen in suitably sized bags 
or containers, works for us.

The celery has also done very 
well this year and so 1 am saving

cover and have to be left outside 
for the w inter, also need attention 
both by lagging them to give the 
roots frost protection and by sit­
ting them on bricks or stones to 
allow water and snow to run out 
and stop them becoming water­
logged.

When time and weather permit, 
there are a couple of shrubs w hich 
need shifting and this is a good 
time to do this. In fact any plant 
not in the 'right' place might well 
find itself shifted. The roses also 
require some attention. They have 
given their all and 1 am reluctant 
to cut them down while most are 
still flowering. Some though, 
have grown quite long stems and 
if I don’t cut those down to a rea­
sonable level the wind might well 
damage them or even lift some of 
the roots.

The strawberry plants have 
finished and I’ve been trying to 
tidy them up and remove all the 
runners that are not required for 
next year. I like cutting the parent 
plant back also, as the leaves tend 
to harbour bugs and diseases over 
winter.

Once again, speaking bugs and 
diseases overwintering; it is time 
to wash what again seems like a 
mountain of plant pots and trays. 
All glass needs to be cleaned also 
to allow' maximum light in too. 
The last of the tomato plants have 
been cut down and we have mass­

es of green tomatoes once more 
on every window sill, though 
some are now' in paper bags with a 
banana inside to help ripen them.

In the flow'er borders, the 
Myosotidiums (Chatham Island 
forget-me-nots) w ith their bright, 
shiny, and rather corrugated leave 
are holding the fort, while the Lib- 
ertias continue to flower, together 
with various pinks and pansies, 
hardy geraniums and surprisingly, 
some red hot pokers too.

I’m running a little late on my 
garlic planting again this year, 
so will just plant some cloves in 
one of the tunnels. Most foods are 
enhanced by the use of a small 
amount of garlic and I use it most 
days, but not in large amounts.

I do, for example love a steak 
cooked w ith garlic, but do not like 
to have it served with garlic butter 
on it. However I love garlic bread 
and garlic mushrooms. I am also 
very fond of spaghetti tossed in 
warm oil in which a garlic clove 
has been crushed, it seldom hap­
pens though as I am the only dev­
otee of such snacks.

I have lately discovered Lazy 
Garlic. What a boon that is, but 
there are some things for which 
only fresh, fat juicy garlic clove 
w'ill do, so hey-ho off 1 go to pop 
some cloves in. About four inches 
apart and just the neck on show, 
they should grow' well.

Camp Meetings - 4th& 5th
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lime to interact with constituents? 
In theory it might have done but 
in practice it hasn’t,” thought 
MLA Summers. “I don't see any 
evidence of it. The profile of con­
sultations and of public meetings 
is much the same as it was before. 
Docs that matter? I'm not sure.”

MLA Poole said: “Inevitably, 
and quite rightly, constituents ex­
pect to see more from their MLAs 
now that we are full time and very 
well paid. We recently discussed 
this with Directors, and there are 
undoubtedly some elements we 
can improve on in terms of our 
communications and priority­
setting.”

MLA Cheek said members of 
the public can access members 
throughout the week simply by 
phoning Gilbert house to find a 
time: “1 have had regular meet­
ings with industry representatives 
which allow a helpful exchange 
of information and concerns.”

Possibly as a result of the po­
sition being salaried and more 
secure more young people stood 
for election in 2013. However, 
they were all from Stanley; no 
young people stood for Camp. 
MLAs were keen to comment 
on this aspect.

It’s not looking good from a 
Camp point of view indicated 
MLA Hansen: “It was meant to 
encourage more people to stand, 
and in the Stanley constituency I 
think that will work well. I'm not 
convinced it's going to work in 
Camp because of the amount of 
time you are going to be away and 
only home on weekends. So to 
gel someone who is younger and 
running a farm in Camp, even 
though they could pay someone 
to do something on the farm, be­
ing away from home that much I 
think it will be difficult."

He thought belter communica­
tions in the Camp with access to 
video conferencing might help.

MLA Edwards was also con­
cerned: “I do believe that the re­
quirement for full time attendance 
in Stanley will pul off a youngster 
who is just starting out in busi­
ness from standing for election. 
Camp life demands your presence 
to look after the power, the water, 
the sewerage, the animals and a 
million and one other things.... 
Hiring in someone to stand in for 
you does not solve the problem 
and costs you half your salary.”

MLA Elsby believed it was 
the only way to attract ordinary 
people to stand, “that is, not only 
those who were retired or finan­
cially independent.

“We saw a number of people 
put themselves forward at the 
last election who perhaps would 
not have considered it if it were 
not salaried. I believe we will see 
even more at the next election 
now they can see how it works.”
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How it’s working out for full time 
Members of Legislative Assembly

MEMBERS of the Legislative Assembly elected at the 2013 
General Election were the first to undertake the role in a full- 
time' capacity, working from Monday lunchtime until Thurs­
day evening for a salary of £40,000 per annum. Reasons for 
the change from part time to full time Members were cited 
as an increased workload, and in order to attract younger 
people to a career in Falklands politics.

But at as they near the half-way point in their term how is 
it working out? Penguin News spoke to two MLAs, one from 
the Camp, Ian Hansen and one from Stanley, Mike Summers 
and invited comments from the remainder on the subject.

him to work more closely with 
directors and senior people and 
MLA Michael Poole said there 
were large and complex issues 
that had already arisen during 
their short time in office, “for ex­
ample the Children's Ordinance 
and Oil ElAs. Items such as these 
require a lot of reading, thought 
and discussion. .”

MLA Cheek thought that as 
a result of having more time to 
read up on policy and legislation: 
“more study, thought and discus­
sion should produce better deci­
sions. It has been very satisfying 
to see some very important legis­
lation through, in particular that 
relating to the safely and welfare 
of children.”

We hear grumbles from some 
MLAs that having more time 
has meant invitations to more 
meetings, and that doesn't nec­
essarily translate into practical 
achievements.

“Yes we have to be careful 
of that,” said MLA Hansen but 
added that in turn they also had 
to be wary of not taking up Direc­
tors’ valuable time just because 
an MLA had a bit of spare time 
and fancied a meeting. “You have 
to be careful not to gel too in­
volved,” he said.

MLA Summers believed there 
was clear evidence of more meet­
ings, “just because members are 
more available, and although we 
have not done any formal analy­
sis of that, there is a perception at 
least that members of the public 
service are inclined to either call 
meetings or invite Members to 
meetings because they are more 
confident that they should be 
available.”

Is that the best use of people’s 
time, he wondered? “Well 1 think 
that’s to be judged from meeting 
to meeting. People still need to 
manage their own time and make 
sure that they are not confusing 
activity for achievement.”

MLA Edwards said: “We are

certainly available to discuss 
with our Portfolio Directors in far 
greater detail than ever before al­
though I do think there is a little 
bit of 'work expanding to fill the 
time available'. We arc not forced 
to make decisions so tend to re­
visit them more often, but this is 
not the norm.”

Camp representatives are 
now understandably required 
to be in Stanley for most of 
the week, but that means they 
are away from their constitu­
ency. According to some Camp 
MLAs that wasn’t a particular 
problem.

“In fact I probably sec more 
of my constituents now I’m full 
time,” said MLA Hansen. When 
he was part time, “when you were 
home you were home, working on 
the farm,” but now he regularly 
sees constituents on ferry' trips 
back and forth from East Falk­
lands. They are practically, “con­
stituency meetings,” he said. Not 
only that but, “when you go home 
and you don’t have to go shear­
ing sheep or whatever, if there’s a 
social event then you can actually 
go to it and chat to people.”

Being full time has not changed 
MLA Edwards’ life too much, “as 
living on the West made it very 
difficult to gel to and from Stan­
ley. For example, if 1 had meet­
ings on Tuesday and Thursday 
morning 1 would have gone in on 
the Monday and not have been 
able to get home on Wednesday 
so it would be Friday before I got 
home. Then 1 would have been 
paid for two half days travel and 
two half days for meetings; now 
we are salaried. 1 now travel in 
on Monday mornings and home 
on Fridays, very often in the af­
ternoon.”

Some Camp members might 
be seeing their constituents 
more but Stanley Members 
were divided on whether the 
same was the case in town.

“Has it given members more

Has the change been of value? 
It seems all MLAs view the 
change as largely positive but 
with some downsides.

Among other helpful results the 
requirement for all MLAs to be 
available during the week means 
more informal meetings between 
the group: “more lime together 
between members ... therefore we 
are better able to share informa­
tion,” said MLA Summers.

Their working week includes 
a variety of meetings relating to 
their portfolios, plus one on Mon­
day afternoon (just Members) 
one on Tuesday morning with the 
Governor and one on Tuesday af­
ternoon with the Chief Executive 
MLA Summers described them 
as, “all face lime, getting in touch 
with each other and what is going 
on in other parts of the Govern­
ment."

MLA Short applauded the 
change; he personally would 
not have been able to undertake 
another four years of political 
commitments and the shift work 
required of his former job he 
said, adding, “being full time has 
allowed me to finally get out and 
around nearly all of our road net­
works plus be able to participate 
in the MLA sessions in the Camp, 
something that was almost impos­
sible when we were part time.”

MLA Phyl Rendell said as a 
newly elected MLA she had only 
experienced the job in a full time 
capacity, “and I really cannot en­
visage it working any other way. 
My understanding is that previous 
MLAs were working equivalent 
hours anyway. In addition to the 
fixed ExCo, SFC and MLA meet­
ings the structure currently makes 
it clear when meetings can be ar­
ranged with MLAs and provides 
a bit of flex to follow up on port­
folio responsibilities which is use­
ful. But there never seems to be 
enough time for everything you 
want to do.”

Required reading of large 
amounts of paperwork is part 
of the job. So does the extra 
time mean they arc now experts 
when it comes to their portfo­
lios?

According to MLA Summers: 
“Actually it's still a struggle. 
1 think we all read all of the es­
sential papers, but you often find 
yourself in the position of think­
ing I wish I'd had time to research 
that, or read that or just a bit of 
lazy time to go and look for things 
that you might not otherwise have 
found.”

MLA Hansen said it did free 
up a lot more time, “to read up on 
things.” He said he is now much 
more aware of his portfolio re­
sponsibilities, “and what goes on 
within them than 1 was in the pre­
vious 10 years.”

MLA Eslby felt it had enabled

Falklands waters
Jeremy Pierce arrived in the Falkland Islands at the end of October 
2013, toting his dive gear and eager to explore seabeds new. He 
soon discovered that recreational scuba diving here wasn't going 
to be easy to pursue as the local BSAC Club no longer existed, 
there was no dive charter company and even shore-diving was 
hampered to some degree with a need to mas­
ter off-road driving and in some areas, mine­
fields. Undeterred he followed several other 
lines of enquiry and eventually caught up with 
the current Falklands divers who make up the 
Shallow Marine Survey Group working out of 
the SAERI offices (South Atlantic Environmen­
tal Research Institute).
Here he shares a glimpse of the surprising 
c 1 .........................................................
the wintery Falklands waters....

HAVING located fellow divers 
I entered the water after just 
three weeks in the Islands and 
since then have managed to log 
55 dives to date, at locations all 
around the Islands.

Getting so far around the Is­
lands was made possible by tak­
ing a 10 day trip aboard the Gold­
en Fleece with skipper Jerome 
Poncet. That was an awesome 
time involving not only diving 
but excursions ashore to see the 
wildlife.

Having gotten under the waves

Hermit, Snow and Spider crabs. 
Then the limpets, chitons, snails 
and ‘nudibranchs’ (sea slugs) of 
all shapes, colour and sizes roam 
slowly over the surface of the 
other life, grazing on them in their 
place in the food chain.

Scallops, mussels and clams 
live either attached to the reef 
or in the sandy bottom. The odd 
Southern Red Octopus makes an 
appearance, but they are masters 
of camouflage and it is hard to see 
them.

Moving around the reefs feed­
ing are also many different types 
of Sea Stars; Starfish to you and 
I! They come in all shapes, sizes 
and colours, but 1 think again my 
favourite is the Sunstar which can 
have up to 50 arms.

The list of sea life goes on with 
the sea urchins and sea cucum­
bers.

The water temperature ranged 
from 12 degrees or so in the sum­
mer down to five degrees in the 
winter; thank goodness for Dry­
suits.

The visibility, in my opinion 
was magnificent, on some occa­
sions, extending beyond 20 me­
tres.

As you can see from the pho­
tographs there is an abundance 
01 life and colour on the reefs 
and in the kelp forests; although 
me kelp looks like an impenetra­
ble mass, under the sea the Giant 
K-elp grows up from its base in i commut w -- 
columns' and swimming through of our Falkland Island . P

becomes the same 
through a wood.

When the sun is shining it 
makes a fantastic view as you 
look up at the surface and see the 
rays of light piercing the water be­
tween the kelp.

Without wanting to bore any­
one, the colours are there but 
without the flash of the camera 
or an external lamp/torch to illu­
minate them, to the eye they look 
far more bland. This is because 
as you go deeper the natural sun­
light does not get through and af­
ter about 10 metres you lose red, 
then as you go deeper orange, yel­
low and violet fade away and at 
30 metres you are left with green 
and blue. Eventually at about 70 
meters all that’s left is blue. 01 
course at greater depths it just 
gets dark, as the sunlight cannot 
penetrate. All of the pictures were 
taken in less than 20 metre depth, 
and more often than not, less than 
10 metres. In theory making this 
wonderful underwater world ac­
cessible to snorkelers/free di­
vers, with the right equipment oi 
course. .

Having dived around the UK, 
The Shetland Islands, Norway, 
Russia (under the ice), Egypt. 1 he 
Maldives and Mauritius, diving 
here holds its own against these 
other locations. I can t thank 
enough the people who have 
helped get me’wet’here and may 
I continue to do so; until the end

1 discovered that the marine life 
lived up to my expectations with 
the added bonuses of visits from 
sea lions, dolphins and penguins.

As you “glide’ over a reef you 
soon realise that the rocks and 
boulders are covered in various 
forms of life. Sponges, sea squirts, 
encrusting algaes, bryozoans, 
tube worms, anemones, soft cor­
als, hydroids and barnacles.

Then roaming on top of all 
that you see shrimps (the Painted 
Shrimp is my favourite here), nu­
merous types of crabs including

IT'S difficult to come up with anything terribly exciting to say about a 
budget that I can only describe as cautious w ith top notes of optimism 
and a mild whiff of humouring.

The caution speaks tor itself; if FIG was a parent she (or he) would 
be freezing the left overs, buying sensible shoes “that'll last" and 
turning down oilers of store cards. It's all about what's affordable and 
sustainable.

At the same time there's no sense of belt lightening; in fact it em­
phasises support for some of the most vulnerable members of the com­
munity (minimum wage increase, welfare, fostering, child allowance, 
pensions, development ol older peoples sendees) but where there’s 
additional cash, it invests in the economic future of the Falklands. The 
latter a nod to the private sector, that, despite a large degree of uncer­
tainty in relation to a future oil and gas industry' in the Falklands, this 
is more than just a ‘holding' budget. Not much more, but a little more.

As a Falkland Islander 1 can't find too much to rebel against in this 
budget; but as a Penguin News editor 1'11 admit to that making me a 
little glum.

But never fear, there's always something to get testy about After 
all while I 'm quite certain there will be a degree of satisfaction that 
some funding has resulted for MPA Road Tarmacing. I still can't help 
feeling such a paltry amount screams of a halfhearted attempt to shut 
up the grumbling masses. £1.5 million worth of Tarmac barely offers 
the opportunity to change up a gear before bouncing back into the pot 
holes.

Either offer up an amount to the value of a decent stretch of road, 
or, as one reader pointed out in a letter some time back, borrow the 
money and do the job properly. I realise government has a fear of 
borrowing, but that doesn't actually mean it's not a perfectly sensible 
course of action if you can afford the repayments.

agency safeguarding for children 
has been largely achieved with 
credit going to all staff'concerned 
in achieving a major transforma­
tion."

She went on to caution that the 
Islands would continue to face 
difficult challenges in the imme­
diate and longer terms.

She explained that the Eco­
nomic Development Strategy 
produced in partnership with lo­
cal businesses, was designed as 
a road map to help in developing 
the economy.

The strategy includes measures 
to develop existing industries 
such as fisheries, agriculture and 
tourism but also options for diver­
sification into new sectors and lor 
improving the general economic 
environment said Mrs Haywood.

Since it is some time since the 
Strategy was originally devel­
oped. it will be reviewed in the 
coming year once the new Head 
of Policy is in post, to ensure it re­
mains relevant and fit for purpose, 
she noted.

Mrs Haywood commented 
that the challenges are all, “com­
pounded by having to deal with 
continued attempts by the Gov­
ernment of Argentina to stifle our 
economy and block our economic 
development. However, we are 
confident that these attempts will 
continue to fail as we have the 
full backing of the UK Govern­
ment and international law. Such 
attempts are inconvenient and 
frustrating but our focus must 
remain on our own objectives 
and we should not be diverted by 
baseless attempts to derail us. We 
will continue to concentrate on 
our own development agenda, in 
all areas.”

In the remainder of her speech 
she outlined the priority aims oi 
a number of Government Depart­
ments.
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PenPllin 1 News Good year for the nation
HE the Acting Governor's speech to Legislative Assembly

POSITIVE developments in all of 
the Falklands key industries were 
outlined by the Acting Governor 
Sandra Haywood in her speech to 
the Legislative Assembly Budget 
session this week

She noted a good year for ag­
riculture, increasing numbers in 
tourism and the growth of the hy­
drocarbons industry, “despite Ar­
gentine efforts to disrupt activity 
and threaten legal action against 
participants.”

Referring to the latter she said: 
“These efforts have proven inef­
fective, and the Government of 
the United Kingdom continues 
to be resolute in defending the 
rights and wishes of the Falkland 
Islanders to develop their own 
natural resources and ensure that 
legitimate economic activity in 
Falkland Islands' waters contin­
ues unhindered."

On the subject of the Falklands 
fishery she commented: “2014 
was a record year for the I Ilex 
squid fishery. However, the 2015 
11 lex season has now surpassed 
even that with a new record at 
353,000 tonnes.”

Mrs Haywood emphasised the 
Falklands good management of 
its fishery but added that “the 
number of deaths and serious ac­
cidents amongst fishermen, par­
ticularly in the jigging fleet, re­
mains unacceptable."

She said: “Work is ongoing to 
put procedures and protocols in 
place to reduce such incidents and 
improve the welfare and protec­
tion of fishermen.”

She added that: “Work also 
continues on modernising the 
fishing licence regime,” with ref­
erence to the review of the ITQ 
system.

Speaking of the Budget itself 
she noted developments in health 
care and that an agreed process 
had been, “established to progress 
Older People's services to deliver 
a Falklands preferred model.”

She said. “This will not just de­
liver a building, but also a range 
of community support services to 
ensure that people's independence 
in their own homes can be max­
imised and that more expensive, 
institutional forms of care do not 
become necessary loo early due to 
lack of a preventive approach"

On Social Services she said 
that encompassed, “children's 
services, adult sendees and the 
probation service. Demands for 
all branches have increased mark­
edly and staff manage referrals 
and necessary development work 
within their available resources. 
The action plan arising from the 
original Lucy Faithfull review has 
been substantially completed and 
we invited the same organisation 
to re-inspect to gain an objective 
view on progress and other re­
lated issues. This second review 
took place in March 2015 and it 
is reassuring to see that their view

Nursery and child care provi­
sion was one of the subjects 
raised at the last public meeting 
There are several points of view 
ranging from the quaintly old 
fashioned idea that all women 
should slay home and mind the 
children to the other extreme 
of mothers who are back at 
work within a few weeks. Most 
children are lucky enough to 
have two parents on the scene 
who can share some of the load 
but it must not be forgotten that 
there are many lone parents do­
ing their best for their children 
While some mothers have the 
luxury of choice whether they go 
out to work and increase family 
income, for some it is a financial 
necessity. What parents can pay 
for child care has to a great ex­
tent dictated what nurseries can 
pay their staff; hence problems, 
for example staff retention is 
difficult, as is managing safe staff 
child ratios.

I have actively supported 
the suggestion that FIG and 
businesses should give some 
support to nurseries because if 
one working parent from each 
family withdrew from work 
the economy would come to a 
standstill. One or two businesses 
have given assistance to nurser­
ies over the years. It would also 
assist nurseries in applying best 
practice. More years ago than I 
care to remember I suggested the 
provision of nursery vouchers to 
be used for child care establish­
ments that maintained acceptable 
standards. I still remember one 
of the arguments used against the 
idea was the assertion that chil­
dren's bad behaviour was caused 
by having working mothers.

Even if she is sal­
vaged successfully, her working 
days may well be over If that is 
so. then 1 hope she will be cared 
for in perpetuity. She deserves it 
because she worked through 75 
years of history and because - and 
here’s that sentimentality of mine 
again - she is simply a lovely lit­
tle ship.

They had nothing but praise 
and admiration for the nursery 
staff they met, but noted that the 
problem of low staffing ratios, 
and the lack of training for staff, 
together with the high turnover of 
staff mean that children were not 
getting as much attention as they 
needed.

The report states: “This has an 
impact upon their ability to form 
relationships, to attach, and to 
socialise, but it also has an impact 
upon their capacity to learn...”

There were concerns about 
the safety of the nursery 
environments, and the hazardous 
mixing of primary school children 
and toddlers and babies.

“It struck the Reviewers that 
the nursery sector was stuck in a 
low fee, low wage, low training, 
high staff turnover cycle that was 
becoming increasingly fraught.”

Other recommendations
Some but not all other 

recommendations include:
•Another Social Worker with 

experience in family trauma and 
parenting difficulties.

•A domestic abuse campaign 
which could be linked to a 
alcohol public awareness strategy

•A younger driver and 
passenger education programme 
to increase awareness of the 
consequences of dangerous 
driving.

•Thought given to recruiting 
a Reserve Police Officer on the 
West.

•Child Safeguarding Board 
should undertake ‘table top' 
exercises to practice and embed 
skills in dealing with child death, 
managing complex cases, and in 
managing information sharing 
across agencies.

Nursery system
A primary recommendation 

relates to the nurseries. The 
reviewers arc surprised that the 
investment in higher education 
for Falklands children, “contrasts 
quite starkly with the absence of 
financial expenditure and thereby 
investment in pre-schools and

evidence..."
Overall, they comment: “Child 

safeguarding is considerably 
improved, “from institutional, 
regulatory, and community based 
perspectives."

In relation to child safely the 
lengthy document examines 
in great detail the state of the 
social services, the police, 
offender management, education, 
health and multi-agency work. 
It makes numerous references 
to positive developments in all

Considerable improvement’ to 
child safeguarding says report 
CHILD safeguarding is 
considerably improved in the 
Falklands, and community 
altitudes to sexual abuse have, 
“shifted substantially,” according 
to a very positive, independent 
child safeguarding reviewsafeguarding i 
undertaken this year.

The report confirms 
recommendations from 
previous review undertaken in 
2013 have been, “enacted in full 
and without reservation."

Earlier this year Michael 
Sheath and Adrian Todd for 
The Lucy Faithful! Foundation 
visited in order to follow up on 
the 2013 review conducted as an 
emergency measure, due to acute 
concerns about the fitness of the 
safeguarding systems operating 
in the Islands, particularly in 
relation to sexual abuse and 
the management of identified 
offenders.

The reviewers said they were 
very content that 12 of the 15 
recommendations have, or are, 
being followed and enacted.

Remaining concerns included 
the stale of the Falkland Islands 
nursery system where they say, 
“simply put, the Islands’economy 
rests on the fact of poorly paid 
and supported persons caring for 
other people’s children."

In relation to the altitudes to 
sexual abuse in the Islands the 
report says altitudes have shifted 
substantially, “in terms of there 
being a general acceptance 
that sexual abuse exists in the 
Falklands in the same way it 
exists in all other societies.

“This acceptance had been 
assisted by the efficiency of the 
police in securing convictions in 
the criminal courts and bringing 
to light some matters that were 
previously taboo. All of the 
agencies and institutions with 
a role in safeguarding appeared 
to take that role seriously, and 
the Reviewers considered the 
lack of denial about the matter 
was refreshing, and the appetite 
for challenging any problems 
and resisting any residual 
complacency were substantial.”

The review also praises 
offender management, describing 
it as, “particularly strong,” as well

as, “active and sophisticated," 
with an experienced probation 
officer al its heart.

They said the police had 
developed an appetite for 
investigations, “and that they 
pursued lines of enquiry 
assiduously, with rigour. Their 
altitudes in respect to incidence 
were measured and realistic..."

On legislation relating to child 
protection they felt: “Significant 
efforts have been made, with 
significant results already in

IT was unfortunately impossible in the pages of Penguin News this week to 
do complete justice to the length of vital detail in the recently released 2015 
children's Safeguarding review by the Lucy Faithfull Foundation. However 
I hope we have provided a reasonable summary of a report that enormously 
reassures, but also offers practical recommendations to further develop the 
Islands' systems for protecting our children.

There are far too many points in the review to comment on in these col­
umn inches, but I will note that it assisted me greatly in a fuller understand­
ing of the work of the police, prison system and probation officer in relation 
to offender management.

There were many encouraging comments in the report but a few that 
struck me as particularly heartening, included the description of the F1CS 
students to whom they spoke as an “articulate and ambitious cohort-, the 
praise of Stanley House, “as safe and well protected as they might be in 
their own families," and how the Infant and Junior School children were, 
“spontaneous in their descriptions as to who they would go to if they were 
worried about something."

PM defends Falklands 
from Argentine claim 
PRIME Minister Da\paper La Nacion

in progress 
FOLLOWING a public meeting 
in April there are now several 
strands of work that are pro­
gressing the design of a range of 
services to support, enable and 
care for older people and other 
vulnerable adults. Director of 
Health and Social Services, Ian 
Bainbridge told Penguin News 
this week. “We are making good 
progress in several directions at 
once,” he said.

The first step involves analys­
ing past and present needs in 
order to obtain an objective 
estimate of future demands.

Work is also ongoing develop­
ing good practice models of care 
that will be used to inform the 
selection of a preferred model for 
the Falklands

Thirdly, said Mr Bainbridge, 
“we are adopting a thorough 
project management approach to 
handle resources and risks and 
give us a grip on what is needed 
for a timescale to our plans. And 
finally we have now started a se­
ries of meetings with a reference 
group that can represent a wide 
range of views and experience 
from the community.

“There will be a series of 
discussions, designed to tackle 
key questions and to dig a bit 
deeper than the answers that 
might first come to mind. We 
hope that the issues raised in the 
group will gam wider interest and 
debate as the weeks go by. 1 will 
give regular media updates and 
welcome comments from anyone 
(preferably by email).”

The first reference group ad­
dressed the question of the sort of 
needs for which services would 
be designed. Mr Bainbridge said: 
“We realised that it would be ‘cart 
before horse’ to start planning 
the ‘How’ we will do it, before 
we had clarified ‘What’ needed 
doing. The group approached 
this by thinking about ‘What will 
1 need when 1 am in advanced 
years?’ or ‘If I developed a seri­
ous condition?’ We also thought 
about the barriers to change and 
the arguments that might paralyse 
progress.

“We are pressing on with the 
work as swiftly as we can, using 
a thorough planning process to 
get to that preferred Falklands 
model.”

New HoP for FIG
THE Government has announced 
the appointment of John Shea as 
the new Head of Policy. Mr Shea 
conies from the United States, 
where he has served as President 
and CEO of the Sino-American 
Business Consortium, LLC. 
Prior to his work with SABC, 
he spent over 20 years undertak­
ing various roles with the New 
England Governor’s Conference, 
Inc., covering issues such as 
conservation, the environment, 
energy and policy-making.

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Exam process 
examined
AFTER a few minor adjustments 
the Falkland Islands Commu­
nity School recently passed an 
unannounced inspection of its 
exam processes and procedures 
by an inspector from the JCQ 
(Joint Council for Qualifications) 
agency.

It was noted at yesterday’s 
Education Board meeting in 
a report from the Director of 
Education: “The inspector 
examined our exam processes 
and procedures, our exam policy 
and looked at our storeroom and 
safe for exam purposes to see if 
it was fit for purpose.”

She said during the inspection 
he also looked at disabled access 
to the exam room and processes 
for supporting special needs 
children during exams.

She reported: “We had a 
few minor things to put in 
place such as posters regarding 
mobile phone use and clearing 
some resources out of the exam 
storeroom, so it is purely for the 
purpose of storing exam papers.

I VERY much welcome Mr Goss’ 
reply to the question I posed in 
Legco and hopefully this will be 
the start of a debate on the subject.

1 think though that Mr Goss is 
getting confused with the state­
ments that he makes regarding the 
referendum. The referendum was 
aimed at telling the world whether 
we were content at that moment 
in time with our present politi­
cal relationship with the United 
Kingdom or whether we wished 
“something else” be it becom­

ing an Argentine colony or full 
independence etc. It was never 
meant to stop any internal changes 
in its tracks. To follow the logic 
espoused by Mr Goss we can now 
never have any further versions 
of our constitution, which clearly 
cannot be the case as constitutions 
have to change to reflect the world 
in which we live.

In the ‘good old days’ section 
heads passed on their reports to 
the Governor who actually com­
posed the speech and delivered 
it. Nowadays the report, apart 
from foreign policy is written by 
the Chief Executive with input 
from ourselves and delivered by 
the governor, so there has already 
been change.

The process of us Falkland 
Islanders taking on more responsi­
bility for ourselves has to continue 
and we cannot stand still. In my 
mind we presently have what was 
referred to as “devo max’ but we 
should be looking to gradually 
move towards what perhaps could 
be called ‘devo max plus'.

We arc often (at times rightly) 
castigated for not asking the 
public for their opinions and if the 
good gentleman listens carefully 
to what 1 said in the Assembly, 1 
was not saying it must change, I 
was merely asking the people of 
the Falklands what they thought of 
it? Whether perhaps it has come 
to the end of its days in its present 
form or if people like things the 
way they are then I am comfort­
able with that, its what the people 
want, not yours truly but these 
sorts of questions have to be asked 
in order that we carry on evolving 
politically.

The responses that I have had so 
far do seem to be along the lines 
that it may be time for a change 
and these responses are from 
Falkland Islanders some of whom 
are Mr Goss' age.

Finally, I am not eyeing up HE'S 
feathers. 1 actually quite like them 
and so do the tourists.

Chamber and 
schools liaison 
THE Chamber of Commerce 
Board met in zXpril with MLA 
Barry Elsby and MLA Roger Ed­
wards to discuss the Senior School 
improvement plan together with 
Karen Steen and Martin Winward 
the head teachers.

The Chamber Board were keen 
to hear what steps were being 
taken to build on the improvement 
seen in both schools in last year’s 
Ofsted type inspection report. 
This was due to concerns within 
the Chamber that if improve­
ments were not undertaken our 
students would not be positioned 
to take maximum advantage of 
the opportunities offered with oil 
development as qualifications will 
be required. There is also the issue 
that people resident in the Islands 
with children entering the senior 
school would leave the islands 
if the education system failed to 
reach the standards available else­
where. This would cause issues for 
employers with staff retention.

It was a very productive meet-
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ing with a wide range of educa­
tion related issues discussed. The 
Chamber of Commerce Board 
were very supportive of the 
changes that are currently being 
taken, especially in the Communi­
ty School, and view them as being 
very positive.

The inspection report recom­
mended F1CS work with external 
partners, as well as receive support 
from the Infant & Junior School, 
in order to achieve some of the 
goals needed to improve the 
overall learning experience for 
students at FICS. In the United 
Kingdom, Schools Improve­
ment Partners support schools by 
visiting for a day or two a month 
over a set period of time, to assist 
the leadership teams and teach­
ing staff as they work towards the 
recommendations of inspection 
reports. As this model would not 
work effectively in the Falkland 
Islands, the Chamber welcomes 
the fact that Ursula Norbert, (an 
experienced school improvement 
partner) has travelled to the Is­
lands for twelve weeks of continu­
ous work with staff and students 
at FICS. We would urge the whole 
community to get behind this drive 
by the Head and staff at FICS to 
improve our education system and 
through it allow our young people 
to fulfil their full potential.

The Chamber of Commerce
Board
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Disappointed 
at Cape 
Pembroke Road
I AM writing to express my con­
cern and disappointment that the 
road to Cape Pembroke has been 
approved. 1 feel it is going to re­
duce the environmental quality of 
the area due to the proposed road 
layout following the North coast. 
A road has already been started 
down the middle track which is 
where most of the erosion is, yet 
we are told that the road will be 
built along the largely pristine 
Northern area of the Cape. It 
seems ludicrous to carve a new 
road into the landscape to ‘con­
serve’ the area when in fact you 
are damaging the sections which 
are actually in good condition.

Cape Pembroke is a secluded, 
beautiful spot we as locals can 
enjoy, particularly some of the 
small beached areas on the north­
ern shore.

Once the road is built there 
will be tour operators busing 
tourists in by the coach load 
which downgrades the qual­
ity of the area significantly. I 
believe one of the reasons the 
proposed layout will follow the 
north shore, instead of carrying 
on down the middle track, is that 
there will be some rare plants at 
risk. Is that a good enough reason 
to build a road a totally differ­
ent route which is visually much 
more damaging?

If the Friends ofCape Pem­
broke are really worried about 
erosion caused by some vehi­
cles and a couple of bikes you 
only have to take a trip down 
to the area of York Point where 
large sand dunes, with vegeta­
tion and all, are being removed 
for building materia) on an 
industrial scale. This puts the 
issues of Stanley Common into 
perspective, where this area is 
suffering much more degradation 
and erosion than vehicles could 
produce on the Cape in years. 
This, combined with the amount 
of spoil being dumped there 
makes me feel there are other pri­
orities if we wish to improve the 
environmental quality of Stanley 
Common.

My final point is the financial 
cost which I'm sure many will 
agree with even if they aren’t 
regular visitors to Cape Pem­
broke. It is likely that hundreds 
of thousands of pounds will be 
allocated to this project and it’s 
money that could be spent on 
essential works for the MPA or 
indeed other capital projects such 
as the expanding schools.

The road to Cape Pembroke 
just isn’t necessary and if it is 
to be built, the route should be 
reconsidered to avoid ruining 
a beautiful part of our amenity 
space. What next, roads to all the 
battlefield sights to avoid cutting 
the peat and to improve access?

FOR many years dating back as 
far as 1900. many Falkland Is­
lands’ tradesmen were indentured 
to their employer for five years. 
This method proved successful in 
nearly all cases.

An indenture is an agreement 
in duplicate signed by parties and 
a parent, guardian or witness as 
well. At the end of the indentured 
period the then qualified appren­
tice receives his indenture usually 
endorsed by the employer or the 
chairman of the apprenticeship 
board slating any comments ap­
plying to the success of the time 
served. It has been proved for over 
a century that this system is still 
best for school-leavers who want 
to be qualified in a particular trade.

City and Guilds is the ultimate 
achievement provided the young­
sters have the necessary knowl­
edge to thoroughly grasp the paper 
work criteria. This is fine so long 
as the craft skills are there as well. 
It only comes to the students who 
have the ability to master both.

So let's give our young people 
the chance of a good career in a 
trade of their choice. A probation 
period of 3-6 months is about long 
enough for an employer to decide 
if the indenture can be.

In conclusion those pupils who 
choose a blue collar career on 
leaving school should know that 
the best guarantee for advance­
ment is the City and Guilds 
Certificate; and to obtain this 
qualification they should first com­
plete a full apprenticeship.

Check that all plants are well 
staked and tie those that look a 
bit spindly before the frosts be­
gin trying to lift them out of the 
ground, leaving them to flop 
about in the wind.

It's a wonderful time to plant 
seeds though, all hardy perennial 
flower seeds and those of most 
shrubs and trees benefit from be­
ing planted at this time and be­
ing left out in the winter weather, 
most will germinate in the spring. 
The rest should appear at some 
stage next season 1 prefer to plant 
them in square pots as these are 
easier to fit into trays, labelled as 
1 go and before 1 forget what I’ve 
planted. They are then covered, 
usually with vermiculite or sharp 
grit, before they go under some 
mesh to keep them safe from birds 
and cats. It is also a wonderful

1 must now get around to prun­
ing the grape vines. They just 
need all the shoots which have 
fruited to be cut back to one or 
two buds from the main stem. 
Some of the primings will make 
good cuttings; and will be put in 
pots to root under cover.

1 have cut down the last of the 
raspberry' canes, that is, the dead 
looking brown ones, and also the 
blackberry. The tayberry 1 was 
given by a friend does not, as yet, 
need any pruning.

time to sow' seeds of both hardy 
and indoor cyclamen. They just 
need soaking overnight, then pop 
the seeds into pots, label and cov­
er lightly with some vermiculite 
or sharp grit, the indoor cyclamen 
need to be inside to germinate, to 
aid the germination of the outdoor 
ones pul the pots outside to catch 
the frosts and snow'.

As long as the ground is not 
frosty or too wet or simply cov­
ered in snow, it is still a good lime 
to plant hedges or any other shrub, 
ensuring they are well staked and 
that they are not fed al this lime. 
Any roses in pots can also go in 
and. of course, yet more cuttings 
of those lovely plants can go in al 
this lime in pots with some cov­
ers and either in tunnels or cold- 
frames or any other available 
shelter.

If you want to get well ahead 
and have space under cover and. 
lots of toilet roll inserts or root 
trainers, this is a good time to 
plant sweet peas and even eat­
ing peas. 1 have found over the 
years though, that those planted in 
early spring seem to catch up very 
quickly. However, if sweet peas 
are to be grown on and to flower 
early under cover then it is worth 
planting seeds now'.

WE are very fortunate to be still 
enjoying our fresh tomatoes, 
which are ripening on various 
window sills in the hope of catch­
ing any available sunshine and 
warmth. And so w e have had quite 
a lot of fresh tomato salad with 
some of the chives, which are still 
growing in the flower border, and 
some of the celery which must be 
used soon, or be frozen for later 
use.
A lol is often said about using 
basil with tomatoes. 1 must admit 
that it is not one of my favour­
ite flavours. It sits with the other 
herbs that I find loo strong and not 
al all to my liking. Herbs which 
although 1 have tried at various 
limes to incorporate in various 
recipes, simply do nothing for any 
of us. They include aniseed, star 
anise, cloves (in all but minute 
amounts) Caraway seeds and 
probably, many more.

I must get out there (though not 
in the snow' - wow it's been w ild 
out there) and test the soil. Kits 
are available and lake the guess­
work out of it all. If the ground is 
deficient in lime, it is a good time 
to put some on. following instruc­
tions on the container. It is not ad­
visable though to use too much on 
ground destined to grow potatoes

He said the Falklands war 
remained one of the defining 
conflicts in modern British life.

Serviceman 
injured in 
serious 
incident
A MEMBER of Her Majesty’s 
Forces was struck by a motor 
vehicle and seriously injured 
in an incident that occurred at 
approximately 23.52 hours on 
Friday June 12.

The incident occurred al the 
junction of John Street and Dean 
Street.

Emergency services attended 
and the serviceman was treated at 
the King Edward VII Memorial 
Hospital in Stanley before being 

■.transferred overseas for further 
Treatment.

The Royal Falkland Islands 
Police are continuing to conduct 
their investigation of this serious 
incident and the circumstances 
surrounding it.

All persons directly involved 
in the incident have been 
identified and have been 
interviewed. In a statement from 
the Falkland Islands Government 
PR and Media Office it was noted 
that: "Officers continue to contact 
witnesses and record statements.

"The Royal Falkland Islands 
Police ask that anyone who has 
information that may assist them 
in their investigation to contact 
them as soon as possible.”

They said CCTV footage, 
telephone footage or any other 
recording of the incident itself, or 
the period immediately before or 
after it, would be of great value.

The Police also wish to speak 
to anyone who may have been in 
the area but who have not already 
been contacted by police, or who 
left just prior to the incident, or 
may have attended the scene after 
the incident.

The Ministry1 of Defence also 
confirmed the incident to Penguin 
News, noting that the next of kin 
had been informed and British 
Forces South Atlantic Islands 
were, “working closely with the 
Falkland Island authorities to 
support their investigation.”

The incident which according to eyewitness reports appears to have 
resulted from a scuffle remains under investigation and at the time of 
going to print nobody had been charged w ith any offence.

However what the future holds for the man who is alleged to have 
been pushed out of the crowd into the path of an oncoming vehicle and 
consequently run over, is also an unknown

When anyone is severely injured it hits our small community hard, 
and on this occasion when it was one of the very sendee men we were 
preparing to show a very British welcome to on the most historically 
important day of our year, it was nothing short of shocking.

There is a chance the less discerning international media outlets 
will eventually give the incident an angle that casts a bad light on the 
Falklands. But then they don't know how it feels to be part of a small 
community who feel anxious al the sound of the SAR helicopter flying 
over town at night - knowing that it can only mean an accident has 
occurred, that someone and their family are suffering and the chances 
are it is someone we know.

We are still few in number, and we still care about each other and 
especially around Liberation we care about our extended family which 
includes the military' personnel who join us to commemorate and 
celebrate.
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Driving offences
Drink driving and failure to 

provide a sample
STANLEY woman Alison Ev­
ans (43) pleaded guilty to driv­
ing while unfit through drink and 
failure to provide a breathalyser 
test in the Summary Court on 
Wednesday and was given an in­
terim driving ban.

Crown Prosecutor Peter Judge 
said police had been alerted to 
Ms Evan’s intention to drive from 
the Victory while under the influ­
ence of alcohol on the evening of 
May 14. They had arrived al her 
home on Scoresby Close to see 
Ms Evans park and get out of the 
car. She entered the house and 
slammed the door in the face of 
the police officer. Some minutes 
later she opened the door with 
a glass of wine and consumed 
some. Taken to the Police Station 
Ms Evans pretended to blow into 
the breathalyser and after five at­
tempts had failed to provide a 
sample.

In interview she said she had 
driven her vehicle home and had 
consumed more wine on top of 
the five glasses she had in the 
pubs, with the intention of slow­
ing down police proceedings.

Defence lawyer Alison Inglis 
said her client had been in the Is­
lands since 2014 when she took 
up her position as teacher at the 
Community School. On the day 
in question she had experienced a 
particularly bad day at work, said 
Ms Inglis, adding that she also 
had a long standing problem with

alcohol which she was trying to 
address.

She asked for leniency in the 
case, adding, “Ms Evans is a 43 
year old professional with lots to 
offer the community.”

Justice of the Peace Andy 
Brownlee adjourned the case until 
July 2, for a pre-sentence report 
to be prepared as a community 
order penalty was being consid­
ered for the drink driving offence. 
The interim driving ban was for 
six months or until sentencing 
and would count towards the final 
ban, said Mr Brownlee.
Careless driving and speeding- 
Stanley man Gonzalo Patricio 
Ibarra Espinoza (42) was fined 
£250 in the Summary Court after 
he admitted driving without due 
care and attention on FIPASS on 
April 15.

Crown Prosecutor Peter Judge 
said Mr Espinoza had been travel­
ling at a speed between 25-30mph 
(lOmph zone) when he had col­
lided with a barrier after breaking.

Justice of the Peace Andy 
Brownlee said it had been noted 
that Mr Espinoza was going to 
attend a safety course and added 
that his licence would be endorsed 
and £105 prosecution costs were 
to be paid.

Also in court was Jordan Liam 
Phillips (21) who admitted trav­
elling at 36mph on Ross Road 
(25mph zone) on May 19 and was 
fined £230 and had his licence 
endorsed. He was also ordered to 
pay £85 prosecution costs.

Youth detained 
for nine months 
for 13 offences 
A 17 year old Stanley youth 
was detained in a young offend­
ers institute on Friday after he 
admitted two burglary and one 
theft charge on June 11.

The offences had been 
committed while sentence was 
deferred on previous charges 
of a similar nature when he had 
entered unoccupied properties 
and stolen underwear.

Senior Magistrate Clare 
Faulds told the young man his 
offending had become serious 
and that detention was the only 
option. “You can’t stay out any 
longer, it’s not safe,” she said.

Mrs Faulds said the youth 
had failed to make use of the 
opportunity afforded him 
through the deferred sentence 
and that it would now have to 
be served.

He was also sentenced for the 
June 11, offences and a previ­
ously suspended sentence of six 
months and one day was also 
activated.

The young man who now has 
13 convictions will be detained 
for a total of nine months and 
one day.

FOGL well 
spudded
FALKLAND Oil and Gas Lim­
ited (FOGL) has announced 
that the ‘Humpback’ explora­
tion well, was spudded on June 
13,2015.

The well is located on licence 
PL012 in which FOGL has a
52.5 per cent working interest 
and will target the Humpback 
prospect.

Humpback is located within 
a cluster of similar prospects, 
in the Fitzroy sub-basin, which 
has a total, combined, prospec­
tive resource of over one billion 
barrels of oil.

The well will test multiple 
stacked reservoirs within the 
Cretaceous Diomedea fan 
complex. The Humpback well 
is located in a water depth of 
approximately 1,260 metres 
and is expected to reach a total 
depth of 5,350 metres.

The well is anticipated to 
take approximately 65 days to 
drill. FOGL is partially carried 
through the costs of this well by 
Noble Energy (Licence Opera­
tor) and has a paying interest of
27.5 per cent.

Tim Bushell, CEO of FOGL, 
commented: “The Humpback 
well is the exciting first test of 
a new geological play concept 
within the South and East Falk­
land basins.

“In the event of encouraging 
results, we have identified, on 
3D seismic, multiple follow-up 
prospects.”

Close Ross
Road an option 
for cruise days 
AN experiment involving closing 
part of Ross Road to vehicles on 
busy cruise ship days might be 
an option for the coming cruise 
season, conceded Member of 
Legislative Assembly Michael 
Poole at Wednesday nights public 
meeting on the Waterfront Devel­
opment Project.

A number of members of the 
public expressed anger at the idea 
of moving back the Arch Green 
flower beds in order to widen 
the adjacent walkway for cruise 
tourists.

They argued that tourists 
would always walk in the road to 
take photographs of the Cathedral 
or simply because of sheer num­
bers of visitors; and widening 
of the walkway would create a 
bottle neck at the comer of Dean 
Street and Ross Road.

At the lively meeting FIDC’s 
Waterfront Project Co-ordinator 
Michael Betts gave a presenta­
tion outlining the strategy, it’s 
history, key decisions, the role of 
the working group, future plans 
for the waterfront and lessons 
learned.

The primary aim of the project, 
he explained, was to provide an 
amenity for residents and visitors 
alike that would provide Stanley 
with a vibrant urban centre for 
all ages, along with additional 
accommodation, activities and 
attractions.

He noted that in the first public 
consultation in 2012 six open 
sessions and a presentation were 
held with 72 people at the open 
session and 52 at the presenta­
tion. He said 42 people submit­
ted responses to a consultation 
questionnaire.

In the second phase of the 
consultation 41 per cent were 
very strongly in favour of de­
velopment of the waterfront and 
another 41 per cent were fairly 
strongly in favour.

Under ‘lessons learned’ he 
said in future there would be 
increased public consultation 
on all proposals and all working 
group meetings would be open to 
the public.

fhe final agenda of each 
meeting would be dedicated to 
questions from the public.

In the past the public have 
had the opportunity to express 
objections to developments to the 
Planning and Building Commit­
tee, however, MLA Poole said 
using Planning and Building was 
perhaps, “a bit of a blunt instru­
ment.”

Two members of the public 
suggested that all developments 
should not necessarily be viewed 
in a negative light and there were 
aspects in the plans and that 
should be investigated and taken 
further. One person suggested the 
public should be more pro-active 
in offering ideas for improve­
ments to the water front area

get into the place but everyone 
I met was very friendly and had 
time for a yam and a gossip.

Overall life felt very familiar, 
with its good bits and bad bits. It 
would have been good to spend 
more time there. The next visit 
will have to be in summer, to be 
there for the Christmas Races, to 
meet more people and see more of 
the wildlife.

All too soon there was a per­
fect forecast for returning to New 
Zealand that I couldn't ignore, so 
I left reluctantly and headed for 
Lyttleton in the South Island. It 
took four day’s sailing and I got 
there just in time to meet Sally 
off her flight. We’ll have a cou­
ple more months in New Zealand 
then head north for some warmth 
and sunshine, over to Norfolk Is­
land and Australia.

Return to
mere 30 years later. It’s quite 
some jetty, over 500 metres long 
and jutting out into a wide open 
bay that is completely exposed in 
easterly gales. Although the jetty 
has no commercial use any more 
and surveys showed it to be past 
economic repair, the locals didn’t 
want to see their iconic land­
mark disappear, and they raised 
NZS5million to refurbish it for 
now, rather than watch it crumble 
into the sea. Hmm, an inspiration 
for Bodie Creek bridge?

The main reason for heading 
south in winter when most other 
yachties were hotfooting it for the 
tropics was that I really wanted to 
visit the Chatham Islands. Sally 
came up with some lame excuse 
about being busy and having 
to go to Buckingham Palace or 
something, so I had to sail out 
on my own. It look me five days 
to get there, with a mixed bag of 
weather en route; I arrived just 
before a big blow so gratefully 
dropped anchor in Port Hutt. The

LAST winter Falklands residents 
Ken Passfield and Sally Poncet 
sailed from Stanley to New Zea­
land via Chile, French Polyne­
sia and Niue in Ken's boat, a 31 
foot steel cutter called Porvenir 
(named after the old Porvenir, 
the last schooner to work around 
the Falklands with no auxiliary 
engine). They laid the boat up 
in Whangarei, New Zealand over 
the summer and Ken returned 
to her in late April to resume the 
voyage.

The boat was in good order 
when 1 relumed; Mike Hughes 
(who with his wife Kirsten started 
the Seaman’s Centre in Stanley) 
lives nearby and had kindly been 
keeping an eye on her while we 
were away,

It was great to get sailing again 
and potter down the east coast 
of the North Island, as far as To- 
laga Bay, famous for having the 
longest wharf in the southern 
hemisphere, built in 1929, and 
superseded by road transport a

fishJor crayfish and blue cod and 
divers target paua (abalone).

Farming is fairly marginal by 
all accounts, with high freight 
costs eroding profits. However 
S0IT>e of the farms I saw were 
model farms, with healthy sheep 
and cattle well set up fences; hay 
made and fodder crops grown. 
Other farms were (how can we 
Put this politely) a bit more rustic.

Their climate is as windy as 
ours, but being at 44 degrees 
south, it s that little bit warmer 
and also wetter, so is a much bet­
ter grass-growing climate. Patch­
es of lush native bush and trees 
grow anywhere that stock has 
been fenced out.

The human history is interest­
ing and tragic. The islands were 
first settled by Polynesians around 
the 14th century. They evolved 
into the Moriori people, with a 
culture distinct from the Maori. 
European sealers turned up in 
the 1790s, but the biggest impact 
was 900 Maori settling in the is­
lands in 1835. They killed and 
enslaved the Moriori and pinched 
their land.

the Chatham Islands
After a few years a lot of these 

Maori went back to New Zea­
land and sold their land to Euro­
pean settlers. Today’s Chatham 
Islanders are a mix of Moriori, 
Maori and European, proud to be 
Chatham Islanders first and fore­
most.

It’s always interesting to go to 
other islands and see what they 
have and we don’t. They have a 
ship about once a fortnight on av­
erage and flights to New Zealand 
(locals never call it the mainland) 
four days a week. Yet there’s no 
mobile phones and I couldn’t 
even find a payphone anywhere in 
town. Mind you their dump was 
a lot tidier than ours, with a con­
tainer where people could leave 
items for re-use, now there’s an 
idea we could copy.

In a short visit it’s hard to really

islands lack any all-weather an­
chorages, but al least Port Hutt is 
OK in most wind directions and 
I spent the whole time at anchor 
there without any dramas. I was 
surprised on arrival to see another 
yacht - a guy from Auckland on 
his way home, it was nice to know 
I wasn’t the only nutter sailing out 
there in the middle of winter. On 
first impressions it was just like 
the Canache but with trees. There 
are numerous wrecks of vary­
ing vintages scattered around the 
shore and a large shelterbelt of in­
troduced Macrocarpas just inland. 
There’s only half a dozen houses 
there at Port Hutt and a small fish 
factory. The island's capital Wait­
angi, population 200, is about 
30km away by road.

The Chathams lie 400 miles 
east of the mainland and are pretty 
much New Zealand’s equivalent 
of the Falkland Islands. 600 peo­
ple live there and there are 10 is­
lands in total (two inhabited) with 
a land area of about l,000km2. 
Like us, their economy is based 
on fishing, except they catch the 
fish themselves; small local boats J*. I i

'ARE Falklands men sexist?' is a question I've occasionally been asked 
by visiting journalists; usually the more astute kind, attempting to get to 
the nitty-gritty of Islands' life.

Oddly enough it's a question I quite like. As a reporter I'm not 
inclined to sugar coat answers when interviewed by a fellow journal­
ist, but as an Islander its discomforting to be obliged to admit we're 
less than perfect. However, answering that question offers me the 
opportunity to not only blether on about the male/female team-work of 
our Falklands' ancestors, but also explain how that characterises, our 
modem society'.

While 1 don't have room in this column to meander off on an histori­
cal tangent. I think it's safe to say that a few hundred pioneering years, 
including a bloody uncomfortable climate and vastly limited resources 
has. on the whole, created a society of men and women (and of course 
there are exceptions) who work together in quite an efficient and largely 
equal partnership. Let's face it if they didn't, this little nation would be 
in a whole lot of trouble.

Incidentally, I'm actually leading up to a point about working parents 
and nurseries, but to continue briefly on the subject of Falklands men; 
for the record I don’t believe 1 encountered raw, face-to-face, unapolo­
getic sexism (as opposed to a bit of bravado) until I left the Islands to 
attend university in the UK and encountered a Yorkshireman. Not even 
an old one. but a fellow student.

But on to nurseries and the crisis they face (see pages 8-9 for full 
details) it is a big. big deal and it has absolutely nothing to do with 
ridiculously outdated arguments about whether mums should work or 
not. Just as in the past, it's all about our community needing everyone, 
male or female, to be a cog in the wheel.

Because apart from the vital safe-guarding issues outlined by the 
Lucy Faithfull review, from an economic point of view, we are no 
longer a society where one or other parent can easily decide to stay at 
home. The majority can't afford it, and let's face it, our community 
can't afford it. It simply mustn't lose more people from the work-place 
The Falklands is vastly lacking in human resources. When it comes to 
staffing it’s not just nurseries and other businesses existing on a knife- 
edge it's government departments too.

This really isn't a time to say ‘yes we must do something’ and then 
throw nothing but paper-work at it - for the sake of the children and the 
economy the nurseries need some kind of financial support and they 
need it yesterday.

AT a time of year when Alexan­
der Betts is normally paraded as 
a true ‘Kelper’ by his adopted 
country Argentina at the C24 in 
New York, there was no sign of 
him and no explanation from the 
Argentine government for his ab­
sence.

Argentine newspaper Clarin, 
this week said that despite repeat­
ed questions as to why he was not 
attending, no answer was forth­
coming.

Last weekend, Argentine gov­
ernor Fabiana Rios, invited Mr 
Betts to stand for election as a 
deputy for Parlasur, to represent 
Tierra del Fuego, where he went 
to vote with his new National 
Identity Document (NID) as the 
national constitution makes this 
the province which includes the 
Falklands.

Clarin also noted that this year 
a campaign had been launched 
from both London and the Falk­
lands to expose some shady as­
pects of his life and this week the 
Falklands History Group also dis­
tributed a letter to Argentine Dep­
uties and Senators, opinion form­
ers the most important Argentine 
journalists, Argentine diplomats, 
and many others.

The letter described how ever 
since his arrival in Argentina af­
ter the Argentine defeat in 1982, 
Falkland Islander Alexander Betts 
had presented a, “smoke screen,” 
of lies to the world to conceal his, 
“true and sordid motives.”

It noted “He has presented 
himself as an upright and hon­
ourable gentleman motivated by 
the results of his historical stud­
ies and a new found patriotism. 
Nothing could be further from the 
truth.”

But. the letter said, “lies don’t 
get you very far.” In June 2011 he 
told the newspaper Clarin that he 
had begun his history' “studies” 
in 1976 and had concluded af­
ter two years that Argentina had 
a better right to the sovereignty

Earwig control 
THE release of two species of 
parasitoid fly for the purposes of 
biological control of earwigs will 
take place this summer.

Work on the project com­
menced in the last Government 
and permission was given by Ex­
ecutive Council this week via a 
majority of MLAs as MLA Roger 
Edwards expressed opposition.

She spoke

flight from Punta Arenas, carrying 
fresh produce and passengers, 
is permitted when there is a 
demand for far more freight and 
people to be transported on this 
route, particularly in the summer 
months.

“This is denying a small 
community access to necessary 
goods and services. Furthermore. 
Argentina has turned a blind eye 
to violent action in Argentine 
ports against international cruise 
ships also visiting the Islands.”

Speaking of the Falklands 
hydrocarbons industry she noted, 
"recent threats of punitive fines 
and imprisonment from the 
Argentine Government against 
international oil company workers 
and their contractors.”

MLA Rendell also spoke of 
the financial autonomy of the 
Islands, "we receive no financial 
aid from the UK.” how the Islands 
would not need British troops if it 
were not for the Argentine threat, 
and how culturally diverse the 
Falklands was.

She asked. "...how can this 
country 1 describe represent a 
colony under a colonial power? 
We are not a colony and have a 
status that we are content with.”

She ended: "It is the duly 
of this Committee to assist 
NSGT’s to reach a status that 
is satisfactory to the people of 
that territory and it is therefore 
your duty to acknowledge the 
rights of Falkland Islanders and 
not support those who covet our 
territory.”

Among other points he also 
noted that despite Argentina 
claiming there had been no 
international agreement to 
confirm Britain’s possession of 
the Falklands and that Argentina 
has never accepted Britain's

and Europe.

The competition is likely to be 

stiffer in Jersey however, but the 
team will still be looking to build 
on the experience from two years 
ago and will hope to be in the mix.

In athletics the Falklands will 
be represented in both the men’s 
and women’s half marathons ear­
ly in the week, with all three com­
petitors taking part at an Island 
Games for the first time.

The badminton team attend­
ing the games is relatively inex­
perienced this year, with several 
of the Glasgow Commonwealth 
Games squad missing.

Two representatives for the 
Falklands at Bermuda 2013, Du­
ane and Cheryl March will return 
to squad however, after represent­
ing St Helena al the Common­
wealth Games.

The draw for the team com­
petition has not been favourable 
on the Falklands, pitting them 
against Jersey, (number one 
seeds) and Greenland. The Jer­
sey team, which has won Team 
Gold on three previous occasions 
includes several ex-England in­
ternationals, while Greenland has 
produced many individual medal­
lists in the past.

Once the team competition 
is completed it will be on to the 
singles and doubles individual 
rounds, where the team will be 
looking for the draw to be some­
what kinder.

Hitra provide the Falklands 
football team with their first oppo­
nents, so a quick start will be the 
aim for George Elbakidzc’s men. 
With the remaining group games 
against the Shetland Isles and Isle 
of Wight, the quality of the oppo-

bronze certificates available to is­
lands with a population less than 
10,000.

Having won several of these 
certificates in the past, many of 
the Falklands athletes will har­
bour ambitions to leave Jersey 
with one of these in their posses­
sion.

The team of athletes will be 
escorted by a number of officials 
who will be able to call on the 
Falkland’s Chef de Mission for 
the Jersey Games, Stacy Bragger 
should any problems arise.

in golf, we will have the ex­
perienced trio of Troyd Bowles,
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"SIMPLY put, the Islands' economy rests on the fact of poorly paid 
and supported persons caring for other people's children," was the 
assessment of Falkland Islands' nurseries by the 2015 Children's 
Safeguarding Review by the Lucy Faithfull Foundation.

They described the physical environments of the nurseries 
as, "not ideal, or safe in some respects," and that staffing ratios, 
"seemed low."

However they emphasised, "praise and admiration for the nurs­
ery staff," and said the children "appeared happy and well cared 
for."

But why are our nurseries, "existing on a knife edge," with the, 
"prospect of a collapse in provision appearing quite real."

Why are employers and parents relying upon a system that is, 
"lacking in direction, oversight and basic standards;" and is this in 
fact the case?

In order to find out, Penguin News spoke to the owners and/or 
managers of all four Falklands nurseries including Linda McRae, 
Angely Sanchez, Alana Arculus, Atty Cofre, and Christine Hewitt, 
along with the Child Care Liaison Officer (Head of the Child Care 
Steering Group) Rhiannon Didlick-Smith, the Member of Legisla­
tive Assembly (MLA) with responsibility for the sector Barry Elsby, 
FIC Managing Director Roger Spink (for the private sector) and par­
ent of two children in nursery care Kristy Buckland.

school have to work doubly hard 
(some children may arrive at that 
level and other children don't) 
just to get everybody to the same 
level.”

The school is doing a great job 
ironing out the creases but it is 
not an ideal situation, and, “it is 
picked up on in Ofsted reports," 
said Rhianon

Constant staff changes are also 
unfortunate in terms of a lack of 
consistency for the children, “it’s 
not fair on the children to have 
one person looking after them one 
day and then suddenly it's some­
one else,” said Christine.

Angely from Mini Mi’s indi­
cated to Penguin News that it was 
mainly the quality of staff that she 
found hard to find. She expects 
her staff to be energetic, “always 
moving and stimulating the chil­
dren," and not just sitting around.

The nurseries have managed 
to reduce, although not solve, the 
problem by sharing bank staff. 
This has come about as a result 
of the Nurseries Alliance. “They 
work together to try and iron 
out problems; sharing bank staff 
and passing on information," ex­
plained Rhiannon.

This is also, “incredibly good 
for morale because if a problem 
arises we find out we’re all in the 
same boat and we can support 
each other,” said Christine.

The Lucy Faithfull review 
described the buildings in less 
than complimentary' 
but is it right to compare us to 
the UK? Living on an island 
perhaps we sometimes have to 
make do with what we’ve got?

“You can make do but they just 
haven’t progressed at all,” said 
Rhiannon.

“The environments are mostly 
adapted buildings, and there is a 
lack of space, plus, “the girls are 
crying out for help with things 
like the basic outside play areas 
and safe fencing,” she explained.

Alana from Stanley Kids Zone 
added: “You need a building that 
is fit for young children,” and this, 
she said required investment, ‘‘be­
cause young children don’t need 
converted houses or churches but 
resources to keep them safe, en-. lands to help nurseries’ develop

If the children are considered 
happy and well cared for, w hat, 
we wondered, was the problem?

Well it seems while nobody is 
criticising the dedication of the 
core staff, there is a big problem 
with staff shortages, which in 
some cases means unacceptably 
high ratios of children to staff.

For the nursery to be viable 
the staff pay has to be relatively 
low (around £6.50 an hour) and 
in the Falklands that is a problem 
straight away because there is no 
unemployment.

“We struggle and struggle and 
struggle and people just leave at a 
moments notice when something 
better pops up,” explained Linda 
from Happy Feet.

“People move from job to job, 
I’ve done it myself in the past,” 
she said, “it’s just the way it is in 
the Falklands."

The nurseries suffer less in win­
ter, and in fact the managers are 
currently in a state of near-calm, 
but when the seasonal summer 
work starts things tend to get 
stressful.

“We don’t look forward to the 
cruise ship season,” said Chris­
tine from Rug Rats. Tourist driv­
ing is well paid and nursery staff, 
desperate to supplement their in­
comes, whether to put dow n a de­
posit on a house or simply support 
their family day to day, will re­
quest time off in order to benefit.

If ratios become too high, the 
children receive a lot less atten­
tion. Carers reduced to only hav­
ing enough time to provide basic 
care don’t have time to stimulate 
the minds of the, “little sponges,” 
(as Linda referred to them) in 
their care.

Age 0-3 is a vital time for the 
development of a child’s brain: 
“if you get it wrong at that point it 
will affect their capacity for learn­
ing for the rest of their school ca­
reer,” said Child Care Liaison Of­
ficer Rhiannon.

In fact the Infant/Junior School 
has reported that some children 
are joining pre-school FS1 not 
“school-ready,”

“The children are not doing the 
basic things that are expected of 
them by our school standards, 
which means the teachers in this

them; nice bathrooms and sleep­
ing areas."

None of the nurseries are like 
this she said, “all of the nurseries 
have got their problems and if the 
government invested in the nurs­
eries it would set a level playing 
field, not for the nurseries them­
selves, but for the children, so 
wherever the children went they 
would be getting the same facili­
ties.”

The Kids Zone building is new­
er than the others and was provid­
ed by Government. This means 
they do not have the problem of 
paying rent, however it is a large 
building and. “running costs are 
high; probably as high as paying 
rent,” said Alana.

Rent is of course another chal­
lenge and at least one of the busi­
nesses is expected to pay the 
maintenance costs; and for a very 
old building.

Lack of space also means it is 
difficult to separate out the dif­
ferent age groups. The rough and 
tumble play of older children that 
attend the nurseries at lunchtime 
or after school, could be a danger 
to little ones and some toys for 
older children are inappropriate 
for the little ones.

What about staff training - 
how much emphasis is put on 
that? The Lucy Faithful! report 
suggested there should be at 
least 'minimum training’ stand­
ards.

Government is currently adver­
tising a child care apprenticeship, 
but the downside is the training 
has to take place in the school 
(because the nurseries are unregu­
lated) which creates a staffing is­
sue for the nursery. Also, where 
young people have trained in the 
UK, on returning to the Islands, 
the nursery pay has not retained 
them. They are likely to take up 
work as a Learning Support As­
sistant with the school.

Rhiannon suggested a training 
team could be brought to the Falk-

tertain them and even potty train staff, but added, “you can’t just

say that will solve all the prob­
lems because it won't.”

Alana emphasised: “1 think you 
can invest as much as you like in 
training but the staff will still go.” 
She felt consistency was more im­
portant in terms of staff.

She did not believe every staff 
member needed an NVQ Level 
3: “I think you need them to care 
about the children and be con­
sistent for the children and help 
them be independent and to com­
municate well. That’s what we 
try to achieve. The training is re­
ally. great... but if you just invest 
in that the staff' are still going to 
keep leaving if they are not paid 
more."

So if you can't do the training 
at the nurseries because they’re 
not regulated - why not regulate 
them?

Regulations have financial 
implications. According to the 
Lucy Faithfull Review, attempt­
ing to raise standards without the 
resources to do so, “will simply 
destroy the nursery' sector, to no 
good outcome.”

The report suggest there should 
be minimum standards but be in­
troduced gradually and incremen­
tally and that some form of state 
subsidy is necessary.

In fact, there was a move to­
wards self-regulation by the nurs­
eries in a bronze, silver and gold 
award which surrounded, “hit­
ting all the basic safety points,” 
said Rhiannon. The nurseries 
were putting staff through safe­
guarding training, “and all of the 
basics things you would get with a 
school,” but due to staffing prob­
lems and lack of suitable environ­
ments they simply could not meet 
the requirements.

The conclusion from both the 
review authors and the nursery 
owners is that imposing regula­
tions without investment from 
somewhere simply will not work.

What about putting up the 
nursery fees?

Now there’s a sticky subject. 
Put up the fees enough to truly de
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-velop nursery standards and 
many of the mums currently 
working to support their families, 
will do what they do in the UK. 
stop working. The drop in their 
income would mean they might 
as well be at home caring for their 
children themselves.

Economically this would be a 
disaster for the Falklands. Bear­
ing in mind only eight mothers 
(based on families receiving child 
allowance) do not work, imagine 
a Falklands where many working 
mums or dads withdraw from the 
workplace. The knock-on effect 
might be that a nursery would 
close. With no where to place 
children even more mothers or 
fathers might be forced to slay 
home: “What we have currently 
got right." said Rhiannon, “is that 
child care is affordable."

Mess with that and the whole 
system falls apart.

"That is why other countries 
subsidise child care... because 
it’s not a business where you can 
make a decent profit from, be­
cause it's ‘giving care' and you 
can't really pul a price on care."

So it’s a catch 22 - you can't 
put up the fees because people 
won't be able to afford it, but 
without additional income to 
the nurseries you can't improve 
the environments, pay better 
wages or even improve ratios. Is 
there an answer?

In a May 2015 
Council accepted a paper from 
the Director of Education, Direc­
tor of Health and Social Services 
and the Attorney General which 
recommend a joint-departmental 
tranche of work to investigate 
possibilities for the regulation of 
nurseries and child-minders in or­
der to raise standards of child care 
to minimum safe standards.

That’s all well and good but 
for this to happen investment 
will be required and who is go­
ing to invest. The government? 
The public sector?

According to Rhiannon there 
has been, “a very positive,” move

invest in as a business venture, 
but we do already make donations 
to them from our funds earmarked 
for community support.”

Member of Legislative As­
sembly Barry Elsby’s view

“Our economy continues to 
grow but that is only possible if 
parents of preschool children can 
access suitable childcare, be that 
with family members or with one 
of the private nurseries,” said 
MLA Elsby.

He said: “If one or more of our 
nurseries were to close their doors 
this would have a devastating ef­
fect on our economy as a parent 
would have to stay at home.

“High quality pre-school care 
has been shown in many countries 
to improve a child’s performance 
when they enter formal educa­
tion. Karen Steen, Head of US, 
has clear evidence that this also 
applies to the Falklands.

“All the nurseries in Stan­
ley wish to improve; they have 
formed an Alliance to support 
each other as they receive training 
and raise standards.

"They do not object to the idea 
of legislation as that would clear­
ly spell out the standards they 
must all achieve.

“If legislation were passed, it 
could only come into effect when 
the nurseries had had sufficient 
lime to acquire the necessary 
skills and improve the standards 
of their buildings etc.

“1 believe government has a 
pivotal role in helping train nurs­
ery staff and we must innovate 
ways to bring this about.

“At present, many nursery staff 
are paid not much above the mini­
mum wage, certainly below the 
living wage we talked about dur­
ing the budget.

“This leads to an increased turn 
over of staff as they find better 
paid jobs.

Many countries have schemes 
in place to support working par­
ents with child care costs.

“1 believe that if we are to see 
excellence in our nurseries then 
some form of financial support 
will be necessary, be that from 
Government, the private sector or 
both.”

The last word from the Chil­
dren’s Safeguarding Review:

“Given the centrality of the 
nursery sector to the public and 
private employment sector, some 
governmental assistance with that 
will be necessary, as is the case in 
die UK, since the entire burden 
cannot be met by parents alone.

“Trite as it may sound, ex­
penditure in this sector is an in­
vestment in children’s safety and 
welfare, and is both a reasonable 
goal in terms of child protection 
and in terms of economic devel­
opment and the peace of mind of 
the working population.”

She said: “I do believe we have 
good nurseries but think it would 
be good if a nursery for older chil­
dren could be started, as nurseries 
have to provide activities for the 
children, and think some of the 
older ones struggle with the lack 
of stimulation when attention is 
focused on younger children."

An employer’s point of view
FIC Managing Director Roger 

Spink said the Falklands had in­
vested in the education of young 
people and those same young 
people had aspirations to own 
their own house, and have ca­
reers. and it was. “important that 
we create the right conditions for 
our people to do this.” as well as, 
“raise a family.”

He pointed out that The UK 
Conservative Government in 
their latest manifesto recognised 
those aspirations in the UK and 
had stated: “JTe have already 
legislated to introduce tax-free 
childcare in the next Parliament - 
worth up to £2,000 per child per 
year - to help parents who want 
to work. Il'e introduced 15 hours 
a week of free child care for all 
three and four-year olds and the 
most deprived two year-olds. And 
because working families with 
children under school age face 
particularly high child care costs, 
in the next Parliament we will 
give families where all parents 
are working an entitlement to 30 
hours of free child care for their 
three and four year-olds. "

He believed it was time Gov­
ernment considered support to 
that sector of the Islands' com­
munity.

Should the business sector in­
vest in nurseries we wondered?

Mr Spink said al The Falkland 
Islands Company Ltd and at many 
other private sector employers, 
“we try to be as flexible as pos­
sible to accommodate employees 
with children, but the issue as in 
the UK is really an important so­
cial issue for the Government to 
address. We do not at present see 
nurseries as an area that we would

towards supporting child care, 
"especially since the Lucy Faith­
ful! report; it has identified the 
problems and given it a real back­
bone. rather than just people say­
ing ‘we need to change it'."

She said a number of different 
models were being examined but 
emphasised there would need to 
be a custom-model created just 
for the Falklands: “and then it just 
depends on how much the FIG 
can afford to put into it."

Rhiannon believed a multi- 
-faceted approach was required; 
investment in training as well as 
the facilities. She, and the nursery 
owners/managers saw the Mount 
Pleasant nursery as a shining ex­
ample; an organisation though 
that has received a great deal of 
investment in the same way that 
schools are invested in.

MLAs should visit it, they said.
The nursery owners and man­

agers, themselves, appear particu­
larly concerned about the envi­
ronments: the facilities and being 
able to afford good quality age 
appropriate toys

In pursuit of investment Rug 
Rats recently provided Fl DC with 
a business plan and are currently 
wailing to sec what might be on 
offer from that sector.

The dream
All of the nurseries agreed their 

dream would be a custom build­
ing, housing all of the nurseries 
(each business still run separate­
ly) but sharing kitchen facilities 
and outside play areas.

A parent’s view
Working mum Kristy Buckland 

told us that as a parent of two her 
biggest concern was the financial 
problem of school holidays. “Il 
costs up to £400 per child some­
times. Even those in reasonable 
paying jobs struggle financially 
with the impact. Parents in lower 
earning brackets are even worse 
off. I do not believe in hand-outs 
but do think they should find a 
way to help parents stay in work, 
and to deal with problems areas 
such as school holidays.”
