NB: The following is prepared from Falkland Islands Registers and files – there may be other 
family born outside the Falklands.  Unless stated otherwise, all dated births, deaths and 
marriages occurred in the Falklands and all numbered graves are in Stanley Cemetery.  Various 
spellings of names are recorded as written at the time. 
 

Edward WILSON was born 20 October 1883 in Queen’s Park, London, England.   
 
Edward was married to Caroline HOLLISTER (not in the Falkland Islands).   
 
Edward possibly arrived in the Falkland Islands 22 September 1909 on board the 
Oropesa.  A Mrs E Wilson arrived 21 September 1910 on board the Oravia.   
 
Caroline, age 66, and from England, died in Stanley 24 April 1949 and was buried 26 
April 1949 in Grave Q1403.   
 
Edward, age 66 and a painter, returned to the UK in 1950 to reside. 
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FIRST GENERATION: 
 
Children of Edward and Caroline WILSON: 
 
1. Ruby Dorothy May WILSON born 7 September 1912 in Stanley and baptised 27 

October 1912 by Christ Church Cathedral.  Her father's occupation was recorded as 
barman.  Ruby departed Saturday 29 October 1938 for South Georgia on the ss 
Lafonia.  Ruby, age 38 and a domestic servant, went to the UK in 1950 with her 
father to reside.   
 

2. Edward Henry WILSON born 8 February 1915 in Stanley and baptised 21 March 
1915 by Christ Church Cathedral.  His father's occupation was recorded as painter.  
Edward, age 8, died in Stanley 6 February 1923 of acute basal meningitis and was 
buried 10 February 1923 in Grave K882.
